A FEARFUL CALAMITY WAS TIIR
wreck of the Pacific Mail Steamer,
City of Rio de Janciro, at the
entrance of the Golden Gate,
Feb. 22. There were 201 persons
on the vessel and it is reported
that 122 of these: were drowned.
The vessel struck upon hidden
rocks at the entrance of the har-
bor, and sank in a few minutes.
A dense fog was prevailing, Cap-
tain Ward went down with the
ship. Among the missing are
Rounceville Wildman, U. S. Con-
sul General at ITongkong.

Cuba and the United States.

The Cuban Constitution is com-
pleted, and has been sent to Gov-
ernor-(Gieneral Wood, to be for-
warded to the government at
Washington. Now some ol the

republic, shall, in- her relations
to other Powers recognize her
especial obligation to this govern-
ment? Is Cuba to form treaties
and alliances with foreign Powers,
which may militate against the
interest of this country and with-
out consulting us? - Certainly not.
There is a danger that just now a
fear that the influence of the
United States-will tend to annex-
ation, may cause the organizers
and leaders of the new government
of Cuba to take mcasures against
United States influence which we
ought not to allow. It is cevident
that the Cuban Constitutional
Assembly judged that it was
proper to submit their constitution
to the approval of this govern-
ment.  They have voluntarily
taken that position, and we may
be sure our government will deal
justly in the premises. Our power
has achieved the liberation of
Cuba, our power is neeessary for
her existence and protection as a
free government, and 1f there be
any wisdom of statesmanship in
those who are launching this new
Cuban government this fact will
be recognized and regarded.

Itis reported today, Tuesday,
as we go to press, that the Senate
committee on relations with Cuba
has fully agreed upon the follow-
ing, to be added as an amendment
to the army appropriations bill re-
garding Cuba:

“l. That the government of
Cuba  shall  not enter into
any treaty or other compact
with any  forcign power or
powers  which  will  impair
or tend to impair the independ-
ence of Cuba, nor inany manner
authorize or permit any foreign
power or powers to obtain by col-
enization or for military or naval
purposes or otherwise, lodgment,
in, ov control over, any portion of
said island.

2. That said government shall
not assume or contract any public
debt, to pay the interest upon
which and to make reasonable
sinking fund provision for the ul-
timate discharge of which the
ordinary revenues of the island
after defraying the current ex-
penses of government he inade-
quate.

3. That the government of

ight to require that the Cuban

Cuba consents that the United

States may exercise the right to
intervene for the preservation of
Cuban independence, the mainte-
nance of a government adequate
for the protection of life, proper-
ty and individual liberty, and tor
discharging the obligations with
respect to Cuba imposed by the
treaty of Paris on the United
States now to be assum 'd and un-
dertaken by the government of
Cuba.

4. That all acts of the United
States in Cuba during its military,
occupancy thercof are ratified and
validated, and all lawful rights ac-
quired thereunder shall be main-
tained and protected.

5. "That the government of
Cuba will execute, andas far as
necessary extend, the plans al-
ready devised, or other plans to
be mutually agreed upon, for the
sanitation of the cities of the is-
land, to the end that a recurrence
of epidemics and-.infectious  dis-
cases may be prevented, therehy
assuring protection to the people
and comnierce of Cuba, as well as
to the commerce of the southern
ports of the United States and the
people residing therein.

6. That the Isle of Pines shall
be omitted from the proposed
constitutional houndaries of Cuba,
the title thereto being left to
future adjustment by treaty.

7. That to cnable the United
States to maintain the independ-
ence of Cuba and to protect the
people thereof, as well as for ity
own defense, the government of
Cuba will sell or lease to the
United States lands necessary for
coaling or naval stations at certain
specified points, {o e agreed upon
with the president of the United
States,

8. That by way of further ns-
surance the government of Cuba
will embody the foregoing  pro-
visions in a permanent treaty with
the United States.”

It is believed that this will he
satisfactory to the President, and
may obviate the demand for an
extra session of Congress,

Progress in China.

The Emperor of China has js-
sued an edict that Gen. Tung Ifuh
Sian be degraded and deprived of
his rank, that Prince Tuan and
Duke Lan be disgraced and exiled,

that Prince Shuang, Yin Nien and
Chao. Shu Chio commit suicide,
and that Hsu Chen Yu, Yu Hsien
and Ki Hain be beheaded. The
ministers in behalf of the Powers
have accepted this punishment of
these Boxerleaders. It is duc to
the show of force on the part of
Count von Waldersee that this
edict has been’ issued, and it is
only the fear of force which will
even now insure its execution.
The next thing which! will . en-
gage the ministers and -the Chi-
nese plenipotentiaries is the fix-
ing of the indemnity to be paid
the Powers. It is likely the Chi-
nese will agree to anything, even
to the doing of that which they
will find it impossible to perform.
But, until there are satisfactory
guarantees for the fullfillment of
the terms of the treaty the Pow-
ers will hardly agreeto withdraw
their armies from Chinese terri-
tory. The end of the trouble is,
thercfore, by nomeans in sight. As
we suggested at the beginning, so
we repeat now, that the entire free-
ing of the Emperor from the in-
fluence of the Empress dowager,
and his establishiment at Pekin un-
der the support of a foreign army,

problem in sight. We can not
doubt’ that the Kmperor desires
this, and  that the southern pro-
vinees desire it.

But this condition of affairs the
Powers must bring about, by force,
lu the present condition mild
measures are not in the mterest of
China. Nothing could bring great-
er calamity to the Chinese them-
selves than for the Powers to stop
short ofa reconstruction of the
Chincse government. The South-
ern Viceroys feel this, the . oldest
American and English occupants
feel it, and it is evident that minis-
ter Conger, who well understands
tl_le situugion, is more disposed to
vigorous measures with the (hi-
nese than is hig government at
home. 1t is not poulticing hut
bold surgery which Ching needs if
herlife as a nation be preserved.
She must emerge from this ordea]
with a new . policy fully accepted,
and to he consistently  maintained
hereafter, or go to picces.  China
must be governed by the Powers,
cither being partitioned outaniong

Duke is to fill this building with
books it will be the greatest college
library of the South and onc of the
best in the United States . It will
be an uplift to the cause of higher
education in the South. It will be
be an inspiration to Southern col-
leges to build up their librarics.

In this connection friends of cd-
ucation should be reminded that
there is not a college library build-
ing in Arkansas, that there is but
one science hall in our beloved com-
monwealth—that is at the State
University, and the writer is  mnot
aware of a single gymnasium build-
ing connccted with a college in our
State. Our colleges are infants not-
withstanding our State is sixty-five
years old. I'rinily, the college of
our chureh in North Carolina, is
wortls as much as all of the colleges
of Arkansas put together. True, our
State has promised proportionally
as much or more than any other
Southern State on the Twentieth
Century fund. Despite that fact,
unless we count gifts which do ot
properly belong to the new century
offering, we are yet short of what
was assigned to our State. When we
consider the condition of our col-
leges in  comparison with those

of other States, we cannot fecl
proud.
Income.
Income is a reasonably good

standard of judging of an institu-
tiow’s ability to do college work,
because the income measures the in-
glitution’s ability to command teach-
ers and equipments.  Below is given
the income of the leading male col-
leges of our church for 1897-98:
Hendrix (Arkansas), $3,057; Ran-
dolph-Macon (Virginia), $15,000;
Trinity (North Carolina), $23,600:
Fmory and Henry (Virginia), $10,-
000; Millsaps (Mississippi), $11,-
000; Central (Missouri), SI11,45+:
Southern  University  (Alabama),
$10,200; Wofford College (South
Carolina), $10,500; Imory (Geor-
gia), $21,177. That is {o say, the
other male colleges of our church
have from iwo and a half to six
{imes as much income as doces, the
male college of Arkansas Method-
ism. So while our church in this
State may have done well compared
to the church in other Staies in re-
gard to the new century offering, i
is also true that there is more to be
done, there is greater nced, we are
further behind.

year our population will be a million
people. A great field, truly.

Our church has been here since
the carly “forties.” Our conference
was organized by Bishop Morris in.
the year 1841, We now have ten
districts, 153 pastoral charges, 485
preaching places, 236 churches, and
110 parsonages. Our local preach-
ers number 220; members 2,076,
making a total membership of 22,-
296. There are 62 Epworth Leagues.
with 1,939 members; 243 Sunday-
schools with 1,369 officers and teach-
crs and 11,929 scholars.

We have only three appointments
that paid as much as one thousand
dollars on pastors’ salary last year.
The largest salary reported was
$1,001, and the smallest was $1-4.40.
The average was about $235. Twen-
ty-six charges paid less than $ 100
44 paid less than $200; 28 less than
$3005 20 less than $400; 5 less
than $500; 4 paid less than $600:
5 less than $700; none between
$700 and $800; and only one be-
tween eight and nine hundred. This
of course does mot include the ap-
propriation from the’ missionary
board.

We have four schools, namely:

Spaulding Tnstitute, at Muskogee:;
Hargrove College, at Ardmore; and
Methvin = Institute, at Anadarko.
We hear nothing but good reports
from them all. The brethren who
are at the head of these institutions
are men of experience and ability,
and ere long our educational statis-
tics and work will compare {avora-
bly with the very best in the connee-
tion. We are not ashamed of our
record now.  Splendid work is being
done “thoroughly.”

A number of the brethren have
made improvements on their church-
cs and parsonages since conference,
and scveral new churches are now
m  course of crection. Several
charges have already  paid  their
assessments in full.  There scems
to be a determined cffort all avound
on the part of the brethren to make
the opening year of {he new centu-
ry a year of blessed resnlis for the
Master and his church wilhin  our
bounds.  The “baitle ery” will soon
be heard now among our people in
caruest, and the “slain of the Tord”
we trust will be numbered by {he
thousands hetween now and our next
conference session,

Our greatest need here is an old
fashion, Tloly Ghost revival of real
heartfelt religion.

When Jesus was arrested his dis-
ciples all forsook him and fled. Only
two of them scem to have come
nearshim during that awful night.
Peter and John scem to have ral-
lied and rejoined the crowd by the
time they reached the house of the
high priest.

The Roman guard doubtless had
orders to deliver him to Annas
Thither they led him, and then they
returned fo their barracks. Annas
was an ex-high priest, having held
the office some six or seven years.
He was the most influential Jow of
the day.- At least five of his sons
became high priest, and his son-in-
law, Caiaphas, was high priest at
this particular time. Annas as
immensely wealthy, controlling the
revenues of that “den of thieves”
which Christ drove out of the temple.
He was counted the most fortunate
and suceessful of men, but, at the
same time, was known ag g cool,
cunning, execrable politician, who
fawned on foreigners while he rob-

bed his fellow countrymen by his
temple extortions. It is more than
probable that he had acted as money
lender fo folks about the Roman
palace in- Jerusalem. To this man
was Jesus delivered.  He sent him
to Caiaphas. o

Caiaphas was a bold, unserupu-
lous, blufl and resolute man, It
was he that, some time before this,
had told the Saphredrin, in sul-
stanee, that it was no use to be quib-
bling about the details of 1 legal
process in-order to secure the deatly
of Jesus; that his death was simply

“a political necessity, and they had

better proceed with it and ho done
with the question. This is the man
who was to act as his jn¢

Caiaphas undertook to examine
Jesus on two poinis: Ilis disciples
and his teaching. Tt was an cffont
te make him  criminate himself.
Waiving reply as to his followers,
Jesus, with ealn majesty, stated
that as to his teaching it had heen
a public matter, wholly so, and wit-
nesses might be called on {he ques-
tion. If the court was infending to
act fairly, it ought to proceed judi-
cially, and not endeavor to ensnare
him as a vietim. Upon this, one of
the officers who stood near by struck
Jesus a cruel blow, against which
lie* calmly remonstrated.

The second effort of Caiphas e
to ineriminale Jesus by {he testi-
nony of false witnesses. Mo all
thev said Jesus lisfened in silence,
and when Caiaphas endeavored {,
extort from him an answer to the
testimony given, he made no reply

at all, and that for the very simple|

reason that none was nceded. The
testimony had broken utterly down,
and that was enough.

Finally Caiaphas asked him, ad-
jured him, most solemnly to state
whether he claimed to be the Mos-
sial, the Son of God. Jesus re-
pled with perfect plainness  of
speech and with perfeet calmness,
as well, that he so claimed. Where-
upon he was adjudged guilty of
blasphemy, and was voted as worthy
of death.

We arve to take this whole pro-
ceeding, not as a formal meeting of
the sanhedrin, as many scem to im-
agine. Tt is an effort to formulate
a charge with which they might in
some official way go before Pilate,
who alone held the power of life
and death at Jerusalem. The Dest
they could arrive at was a vote bas-
ed upon their charge of blasphemy,
nor would they dare set out hefore
Pilate, as we shall sce, the facts
upon which even this charge was
based.

He
permits nothing at all to stand in
the way of the best development of
all his powers. KEven men who train
for the race or the ring abstain from
the use of tobacco, strong drink,
cxcessive cating, or sleeping, and
cmploy their time most carefully in
preparation for their contests.

Sclf-control is essential to man-
hood. Physical power is wasted by
any sort of dissipation and the
physical system injured; and the
same is quite as truc of intellectual
and moral powers.

ITaving set his aim on spiritual
things Paul will guard = himsell
against all corrupting carnal influ-
encees, and preserving his powers un-
trammeled will also use the utmost
diligence to perform all that God
and nature made possible to him.

The subject of temperance must
be considered in respeet to all  im-
proper or harmful indulgences of
any sort but we who arc struggling
against the fearful evil of intoxicat-
img drinks have nced to give this
form of intemperance special atten-
tion. So widespread, and so de-
struetive is this sort of intemper-
ance that it has overshadowed all
other forms of ruinous indulgence,
mntil at the mention of intemper-
ance the mind turns to this alone,
and the word has come to mean, in
our common use of it but onc thing.
We have no room here for plati-
tudes upon this subject. A true
man, be he Christian or not, must
deplore and oppose this evil. The
writer of this lesson has {rom boy-
hood Iabored in the cause of temper-
ance, beeause every good man must
stand for temperance, as for truth
or purify of any other virtue. We

all men temperate than of secing all
men religious.  That is neither here
nor there, as respeets the duty of
mculeating right views and practice
respecting this matter.

As to-right views, we are convine-
ed beyond all doubt that the Stale
should not license an evil which it is
confessed saps the prosperity of the
State and destroys her citizens. The
State should guard ler children,
and connt the man who would de-
base and destroy them an outlaw and
an enemy.  Legal  prohibition  is
sound doctrine politically and mor-
ally and will be established  when
the majority of onr eitizens so give
their vote. Tf no temperance parly
as such is in the field so as {o com-
mand confidence, then we must make
the issue local as we always have
the opportunity of doing. We must
make the issue in behalf of loeal
nrohibition, and in behalf of prohi-
bition men to enforee the law.

All who entered the lists for the
foot-races ran for the goal, only {he
one who first reached it gained the
prize. Iivery ome who expected o
take part in the gymnastic contests
endured for months, a course of
training and sclf-denial.  They ate
the plainest food, kept vegular
hours, practiced continually, but
not excessively, and kept every ap-

tivals were held in her honor. At
one time Aphrodite represented the
power of love, that bound ‘“heaven,
carth and sea into a harmonious
whole;” in later times she was sim-
piy the “goddess of domestic life
and family rclations.” In Paul’s-
time she had degenerated to a god-

\dess of sensual indulgence, and Cor-

inth -was considered the most licen-
tious city of its time. Some - of
Paul’s converts had been votaries of
Venus, so it is no wonder that he
sceks to impress upon them the ne-
cessity of chastity in a Christian.
