Tue SupremE Courr or THE
United States, after long deliber-
ation, has announced 1its decision
In regard to two cases affecting
the collection of tariff on goods
imp rted from Porto Rico to the
United States. There were two
cases before the Court, one known
as the Delina case to recover
money paid at the port of New
York as duty on goods imported
from Porto Rice after it had been
annexcd by the United States, and
before the action taken by Con-
gress under the Foraker act to
provide for duty on goods shipped
to Porto Rico from the United
States ana imported to the United
States from Porto Rico. In this
case the Court decided that the
duty exacted should be paid back.
The second case was known as the
Downes case, and was to recover
money paid on imports from Por-
to Rico, after the passage of the
Foraker act. On this case the
Court held that it was within the
power of Congress to establish
laws regulating duties in our insu-
lar possessions, and that the duty
Paid was legal. The decision has
important political significance.

There is a very simple explana-
tion for the fact mentioned above.
People who really value good
reading are not’ gauging their
selections by the mere matter of
cheapness. The progress of intel-
ligent readers is toward the supe-
rior and not the inferior papers,
and so toward the costlier and not
the cheaper. To pander to the
demand for cheapness, - the pub-
lishers of papers must cheapen the
cost of the outputand so surrender
their most cultivated and appreci-
ative patrons for others whom
they hope to gain. But they fail
to gain subscriptions by cheapen-
ing the paper; because the conces-
sion is not made to the reading
class, but to those who have least
appreciation of good reading.

Laylor, in one of her talks insisted
that there is a real sense in which we
gce Jesus, as the world cannot sce
him: “But ye scc me.” She also
insisted that the real meaning of the
passage, “Because I live, ye shall live
also,” is nothing less than to assert
that whatever Jesus is or does in this
world we may be and do, so fully
does he identify himself with our
life.

It was by such means as these that
we were often brought into the holy
of holies during our stay in New Or-
leans.

To me the most inspiring senti-
ment that we heard during the whole
time was the sober declaration of
Bishop Wilson and Bishop Galloway
and Bishop Thoburn, all at different
times and under slightly  different
forms, to the cffect that the facts
now to be seen upon the mission
ficlds warrant the belief that the
whole world will he evangelized dur-
Ing this present century, and no rea-
son can be seen why it should not he
done before the middle of this cen-
tury. My heart leaped at the thought
that after ages of waiting and pray-
er there are children now living who
shall hear the sounding of the
world’s jubilee, and witness the cor-
onation cercmony in which they shall
bring forth the royal diadem, and
crown him Lord of all! Think of it !
We have been in the habit of think-
ing the event a long way into the fu-
ture, but the kingdom of Christ is
moving with accelerated speed  in
these latter days, and the crowning
day is hastening on. The procession
is moving; people who take no part
In missions arc simply going to e
left hehind.

The whole Southern Methodist
Church ought to feel the power of
this conference—we doubt not will
feel it mightily. It ought to mark
an cra in our missionary ‘operations,
and we believe that it will do that.

Christianity is  in

fessors.  Wordlings think they are
good cnough for the kingdom of
heaven just as they are.  Christians
know they are not ‘worthy to enter
the presence of God on their own
merits.  The one denics that he is
a sinner and is hardened ; the other
confesses and is pardoned. The one
rejects God’s word; the other ac-
cepts it. The one will enter cter-
nity to answer for the dceds done
in the hody; the other will enter a
new creature in Christ.

Ostrich Farming,

Ostrich feathers have Dbecome so
necessary an article of commerce
that the raising of the ostrich, not
many years ago a wild bird, is now
an established industry in Florida
and California. The huge birds
are allowed as much liberty as pos-
sible, and their peculiar ideas are
humored. Shortly after pairing off
into couples the male and female
bird begin to dig a hole in the sand,
kicking it out behind them with
their powerful feet. When finished
it is about four feet in diameter
and a foot deep. They take turns
in this work, thougl in fact most

" of it is done by the male bird. The
hen then lays an cgg cvery other
day, until the nest’contains twelve
or fifteen, side by side, cach day
sattering a little sand over them
to protect them from the rays of
the sun. This habit has given rise
to the story that the ostrich leaves
its eggs to be hatched by the suu.
This, however, is a mistake, for as
soon as the full munber of eggs are
laid, the couple begin the labor of
hatching. The male bird sits on
the cggs from about four o’clock in
the afternoon till about nine o’clock
the next morning, the hen {hen
takes his place from nine i the
morning till four the: next after-
noon, except for about an hour at
noon when Lie comes back to give her
a chance to go and get her dinner.

When it is remembered that from
two hundred and fifty to four hun-
dred pounds of ostrich are bearing
down on fourteen cggs it will be
seent how much skill it talkes.

The ostriches keep this up with
the greatest regulavity for forty days,
when the chicks are ready to come
forth. Generally the little  ones

shell with her breast bone to break
it, and help the youngster into the
world. Occasionally she takes it by
its little liead and shakes the shell
from its body.

When they are hatched the os-|

trich farmer takes the chicks away
from their parents and raises them
in a specially prepared covered
shed, it having been found that the
old birds destroy a good many of
the little ones by stepping on them
or by carclessly pecking them with
their powerful bills.

The old birds go right to work
again and lay more eggs and hatch
them, and the consequence is that
instead of fourteen cggs annually
from one pair of birds, the ostrich
farmer sceures cighty, most of
which halch.—Wesleyan  Christian
Advocate. '
