Nashville Notes.

The iwenty-fourth amual State
Convention of the Young Men’s
Christian Association of Tenmessee
met in Nashville November 9th, and
continued in session for four days.

Oates, of Chicago, secrelary of Cen-
(ral Department; Dr. J. L Vance,
of Newark.N. J., formerly pastor of
he First Preshyterian Chureh of
this city.

. Shelton seemed to be the lead-
ing spirit of the convention. e
spoke to an overflowing house at
Wegt 1nd Sunday morning at 11
o'clock: at 3 p. m. he addressed an
audience of men only at the taber-
nacle.  Hic {alk to the Vanderbilt
«(ndents at chapel Tuesday morning
wax exceptionally strong.

The convention wag a greal suc-
coss and lefi ils impress upon  the
religious life of the city.

About a month before the meet-
ing of the slate convention, the
Nashville  Asgociation adopted &
sadher novel method of sccuring
new  members.  The  membership
was cqually divided, one division,
wearing red badges or builtons were
denominated “The Reds;” the other
wearing blue badges, —or buttons,
called themselves “The Blues.” The
{wo divisions entered into a gpirited

Evangelize the World? Matthew
xxvu. 19, 20, Rom. i. 14-186.
Rom. x. 12-15.

The commission which Jesus gave
to his disciples, at the close of his
personal ministry on earth, seems to
gather up in a sentence the meaning
of his entire life and work. 1lis
life was wholly given to ministering
to the needs of men, regarding both
temporal and spiritual things. Tor
no real need is to be despised. And,
in due recognition ‘of all needs hu-
man nature is dignified, and God’s
own work honored. Nothing which
belongs to the nature God has given
us is to be despised.

The Lord was much employed in
relieving physical suffering; vet it
was evident that he taught by word
and act a soldierly endurance of
want and pain ,and held physical
life itself a ready forfeiture to spir-
itual claims and moral duties. Iis
words, “Fear not them that kill the
body and after that have no more
that they can do,” carrics us to
the loftiest plain of life, the asser-
tion of a spiritual life to which the
temporal is as nothing. 1t is certain
that, though Jesus healed the sick
and fed the hungry, therefore all his
teaching yet centered upon the spir-
itual life.

In his ministry Jesus regarded no
national limits, no bhoundaries of
creed or station or rank. The Syro-
phonician woman and the Roman
centurian were recipients of Dlogs-
ings at his hand. Zachens, the pub-
lican, he owned and called into the
heavenly kingdom.

The gospel ever represents that
Jesus belongs to the world, and is
the appointed Savior for the whole
world.

Again,-we see clearly how true
love of men, unselfish and helpful
must be, also, universal. We ad-
mire the philanthropy that sceks {o
benefit a whole city; still more if
1t benefit an entire slate or nation,
Christian love is love of men, like
God’s Jove of men, broad as the di-.
vine compassion, harmonious with
the divine plan.

What power then s in  theee
words, “Go ye into all the world ang
preach the gospel to every ereature.”

We regard this utterance of Paul
as expressing not so much his sense
of ebligation, imposed by divine
command, as that which appeared
i the very nature  of  {he casc,
Learned in Greek philosophy, he felt
that he had received much from the
Greeks. T want and disiress bar-
barous people showed him no little
kindness. These gave to him such
as they had.  Should he not be more
ready to give to them such as he
had? Today every people on carth
labor for ns and enrich us in carthly
comforts by their toil, and shell we
not minister to all as God has hlegs-
ed us?. It was some thouglit of re-
ciprocity like this which caused
Paul to declare himself debtor hoth
to the Greeks and ihe harbarians.
And then there was that constrain-
ing love of Christ in his soul that
love for souls, which made him feel
that the highest duty and highest
joy of life was in pointing sinners
to Christ.
