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EDITORIAL.

Needed, a Layman.
The greatest need of many a local church
is a lavman who will lead. He needs not pro-
claim himself a leader of his brethren, it were
nsually best that ke should carefnlly avoid
the appearance of having constituted himself
a leader. Test his motives be suspected. - e
shonld not undertake to lead for the glory of
heing a leader; siich a man is seldom fit to
lead. What is needed is a man who is will-
ing to take the lead for Christ’s sake, for
the sake of the development of his chureh
and the sake of his community; a man who
will quietiy determine, from these motives,
that things mnst come to pass in his chureh.
We conld name many a chuveh which is just
dragging along in a poor dyving way that
could Le lifted out of the rats and be wmade
{o g0’ by even one sneh layman. The house
is ill kept. the salary of the preacher is mea-
ger and doubtful, the collections are hard
to raise, the preacher sent by the Bishop is a
slow, sleepy man, so say the people, and the
churel makes no progress from yvear to yvear.
In all places, if there is interest enongh
lofl to raise any ery at all, the ery is that
if a eood, live preacher could be sent the
chureh would get on. It is tene that a live
preacher ean do more anywhere than a sap-
ply preacheer; but af the live preacher sue-
coeds he must sneeeed by getting Life into his
people.  If he gets something done by being
himself alive without awakening life in his
people the sitnation will become sleepy again
as soon as he leaves, as in our cconomy he
must leave after a while. Meantime, he has
suffered mueh and suffered wnjustly while
he remained, prlling a load he could not get
hiis people to pull. We have scen the like
of this. as we have also seen oceasionally a
preacher who had to he dragged by Ins breth-
ren-—for him then there is no apology. It
shonld be remembered by Methodist people
that the preacher is but a temporary factor
in any partienlar place. e comes and he
coes.  What is needed is a permanent foree
in each place. a man or a set of men who
live there, whose children will probably be
living there a quarier of a centiry later. We
will suppose this permanent foree consists,
{o hegin with, of a single man, who makes
up his mind that the situation must be chang-
ed; that the chuveh building must be ade-
quate and neatly kept. that salary enough to
command the services of a good wide-a-wake
man mnst be paid, and that the colleetions
ordered by the Annual Conference must come
up. that he will personally devote himself to
these ends and that he will stand by these
ends until they are aceomplished. whether
it he this vear or several years henee. 1 thig
man is wise he will make i his constant effort
to secure the full co-operation of his neigh-
hors: he will consult his  fellow-members
abont advance movements: he will seenre an
agreement from as many of them as possible
”1.:11 they will work together to this end; he
will be willing to put time and put his own

money into the work, and will seek to get
others to join him in putting time and money
It will he quickly seen that the chureh will
hegin to grow in all ways.

A goodl layman several years ago asked the
advice of the writer abont his chureh, -a git-
uation that had been hard to develop. We
asked him how much he himself was paying.
[Te said he was paving say $80 a year for all
purposes. and certain other brethren were
paving so much. He thought the need of
the situation was a preacher who could han-
dle it. We suggested that it was a sitnation
which he himself could casily handle; that
{he first thing to do if he could do it, was to
double his own payments to the church and
get others to do the same; that there was
husiness sense in doing this, for on the basis
on whiceh they were then operating they
would all pay for an indefinite length of time
the sums they were paying, getting but poor
poturns. whereas by doubling  their invest-
ment they eould soon hope to reach a state
{hat would make it unuecessary for any
body to carry a burden. We advised him to
put the matter on this basis, and then tell
the presiding elder what he was aiming at,
asking his co-operation.  This® course was
{akon, and the result amply justified the wis-
dom of it.

It should be further remembered that a
lavman can better lead than a preacher in
sueh effort. for the reason that the preacher
avonld easily be suspected of a selfish motive.
No  otive but  the upbuilding of the
¢hureh can casily be assigned to the layman.
We know many places where the thing can be
worked out.  Where are the laymen who
will undertake it?  Aund what better invest-
ment. ean any man make of his time and
money? for it means that he shall have in
his loeal chureh a power that will tell upon
the lives of all the people of the community,
a power that will bless evervihing about it.

These
(rotations sonud like they are garbled and
as we have not the book before us from
whieh they purport to have been taken, we
must look further into the article so as to
judge of their correctness.  The writer goes
further and makes the following quotation:
“Dis. page 17. ‘The invisible echureh of
(hrist is a eongregation of faithfnl men, in
whieh the pure word of God is preached, and
the sacraments administered.” ™ Again,
“Dis. page 1. ‘Onr diseipline, which has
heen on the experience of a long series of
years.”’’  Aud again. “‘Dis. page 1. “We

wish to see a copy of the Methodist Discip-

line in the house of every Methodist, for we

do not wish you to be ignorant of your doce-

trine., > As the writer quotes from Dr.

Ditzler, we conclude that he is giving special

attention to the church to which Dr. Ditzler

Delongs and as Dr. Ditzler belongs to the

Methodist Episecopal Church, South, we con-

clude that the writer refers to the discipline

of that church. Turning to our discipline

we diseover that no such language oceurs on

the pages cited. This tirade against the

Methodist church is evidently meant for ig-

norant Methodists and the readers of the Pi-

lot. We are curious to know why a reputa-

ble Christian journal claiming to represent .
a decent set of Christian readers would give

space ta a set of randomfalsehoods. This

emphasizes with great force the necessity of

our people to keep informed. The Methodist

who can not spare the amount of cash neces-

sary to know whether these false statements

are true or false is certainly in a bad way.

Our hook of discipline costs only 30 cents

and other Methodist publications are cheap.
Of course if the readers of the Pilot can only
be kept in the fold by feeding them such
stuff as quoted above, then we can but pity
them; but with Methodists it should be dif-
ferent. Let them know the truth.

Bribe Givers.

‘We hear a great deal of talk of late about
hringing-to justice the man who sells official
power for cash. Let every such man be hon-
estly prosecuted and put where he belongs.
And any man who will take office at the
hands of the people and then sell out the
rights of the people is a villain and ought to
be put in the penitentiary. A man who de-
liberately secks office with such a purpose in
view ought to be forever barred from all the
privileges of a citizen in a free republic.

The Batesville Situation.

We had a pleasant call this week from
Judge C. F. Cole of Batesville, Ark. Our
good people of Batesville are cursed by the
processes of a whiskey mill near their town,
which plies its accursed trade in whiskey
despite the fact that an overwhelming major-

1ty of the people of that good town are tooth

aud nail opposed to the traffic. The distil-

lery takes advantage of the legal situation

as it applies to the manufacture of whiskey,
and the case is almost as bad as if the peo-
ple had open saloons. We are told that a

- systematic trade is carried on by means of

trifling negroes who meet the trains and aec-
cost men who get off the train with, ‘‘Boss,
does you want to jine the club?’’ The ‘““club”

“is simply an arrangement to get whiskey. This

13 an outrage, and we trust our lawmakers
now in-session will promptly recognize the
fact and give the people of Batesville what
they are asking for by passing the bill now
pending, intended to give relief in all such
cases. It is a shame that the legal situation
in any enlightened state should be such that
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a few whiskey-soaked distillevs, allied +with
vagabond negroes, can lcad a curse and a
shame like this on to a comimunity of law-
abiding ecitizens who have declared for de-
cency and are seeking to uphold it.

We are obliged to maintain a ‘“flat’’ rule
with reference to funeral addresses, obitu-
aries, resolutions passed by Sunday Schools,
Leagues, Missionary Societies, ete., about the
death of people. All such matter may be
very properly published in the local papers,
but any one ought to see that a paper with
as large a territory as this paper covers would
have a funereal appearance if we admit such
matter. "T'he people who are speeially in-
terested in the deceased will be reached by
local publication; these are the ones who
ought to he reached; the many thousands of
others who read this paper never knew the
departed one nor anybody connected with
him, and they are entitled to expect other
matter in the space asked for such publica-
tion. And vet almost every week some good
brother who is in special sympathy with the
bereaved family and who thinks the case a
special one will send us some such matter
with an earnest request that we publish it.
All cases of death are special cases to the
family and friends immediately concerned;
no case is of such a nature that we can set
aside the rule laid down—all stand on a level
here.

We are frequently asked to publish and
send bill. We have never yet doue this. If
the obituary comes within the rule of two
hundred words it will be published without
charge. We have found it necessary to make
these statements onee about every three
months. We presume that we shall- be under
a like necessity in the future.

Honor Where Honor 1s Due.

The following resolution introduced into
the Arkansas Legislature by IHon. Orto Fin-
ley, of Lawrence County, was adopted by
unanimous vote March 22, 1907:

““Whereas, the Hon. Geo. Thornburgh,
once speaker of the House of Representa-
tives, has, by his gentle disposition and lov-
able character, endeared his name to the
hearts and homes of the people of Arkansas,
and, whereas, it is nothing but just and right
that we bestow honor where honor is due,
therefore be it

Resolved, by the Lower House of the 26th
General Assembly of Arkansas, that the por-
trait of the IHon. Geo. Thornburgh bhe ob-
tained from him and shall take its place in
the House alongside with the other great men
whose deeds have been an inspiration to the
voung men of our proud state.”’

Public Education.

It is greatly to be hoped that the present
Legislature of Arkansas will show a liberal
disposition when it comes to making appro-
priations for the State University. An en-
lightened poliecy will not hampcr for want
of funds an institution so closely related to
our highest interests. There are something
over cleven hundred students now attending
it, and the appropriations of past years will
not do the work needed to be done there
now. No eclass of our people can be hene-
fited by a niggardly usce of money in the edu-
cation of our boys and girls. The farmers,
in whose behalf the **wateh dogs of the
treasury’’ so often lift up their howl, are as
much interested here as anybody. Give
President Tillman and his faculty what they
need, and then expeet them to do a great
work We have no sympathy with the man
who expects to help on his private school or
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‘trained to serviee.

From A Superannuate.

I feel a strong inclination this mortu.g,
this bright, beautiful Easter Sabbath morn-
ing, to write a letter for the Western Meth-
odist, the dear paper I have known hy all
its names for the past fifty years, and to
whose columns it has often been my priv-
ilege to contribute, and once, for a few weeks,
to oceupy its tripod in the absence of its edi-
tor at General Conference in 1866. Sorry,
am I, that I cannot do more for it now.

Here is a letter from a faithful brother at
Pine Bluff, that suggests my writing this.
e says, ‘‘God bless you my dear brother,
your letters in the ‘Methodist’ are much
enjoyed, write again and often.”’

With this beloved brother’s father, I had
the honor of heing associated in the good
work far back in the fifties, a man of God he
was, stood for old time Methodism, Christian-
ity in earnest. This son, T am glad to say,
hreathes the spirit and wears the mantle of
his long since glorifled father.

The first thing I want to say this moruing
is that T am an itinerant Methodist preacher
still, though on a painfully limited scale. In

I depreciate no talent or gift in our twen-
tieth century preachers, they will need all the
learning and ability of which they may be
capable, to fully meet their many and weigh-
ty responsibilities. But I am bold to af-
firm, that the only absolute guarantee of a
cueeessful mnistry is for every preacher to
be able to say consciously, ‘God is my suf-
fleiency.””  Failure is impoossible when we
take God with us into our pulpits. At least
so I steadfastly believe. If 1 may be per-
mitted to suggest, what I coneeive to be the
desideratim of the Methodist Church today,
it is this, the hearty practical co-operation of
the membership with the ministry. Let us
hope that every preacher in charge is with-
out fault before God and his conference, that
in his pulpit ministration, pastoral visitation
and official administration he has the answer
of a good couscience. ‘

[ recognize, too, the fact that we have many
real good men, ‘‘pillars inthe chueh,”” and
certain I am that we have a grand showing
of godly, consecrated Christian women, ready
at a moment’s notice to labor wth their pas-
tors in the gospel, all of which is cause of
congratulation and devout thanksgiving.

Another thing I believe is grandly true,
that on material lines our chureh is abreast
with the foremost.

But who ean gainsay the fact that there is
a sadly large per cent of utterly unavailable
talent in all. our chuvehes, men wholly un-
that know nothing of
Dearing the voke? We want men, especially
voung men. of moral grit who wlll say to
their pastors as General Stonewall Jackson
is reported to have said to his pastor, “‘Sir,
when you think proper I would be glad if
you would eall on me to offer public prayer.
T find that it helps me if it does no other
good.”’

I want to see our young men take front
seat. sing a good gospel hymn, and by every
token say to their pastors, “T am with you.”
Young nien, suffer the word of exhortation,

“quit you like men, be strong,”” shun no
cross. shirk no responsibility, don’t let your
pastor stand there and feel that he is alone,
fellowship the gospel. You can plead law,
practice medicine, teach school and give your
money, so can you be, as your Master was,
as one that serveth. Try, I beg of you, try. A
certain general was asked by his superior of-
ficer, if he thonght he could dislodge the en-
emy from a certain position, replied, “T will
try, Sir.”? May the great Head of the Chureh
nerve the heart of some dear young man who
may read these hnuible lines to say, “1 will
try.”

More Early Arkansas History.

Reading the historical article in your pa-
per of recent date from P. C. Fletcher revived
an ineident, which may have some signifi-
cance in a historical way. In the fall of 72,
in company with Rev. W. J. Dodson. the
writer visited Josiall Trent, near Farmington.
There was then growing in the yard a hicko-
ry tree Awelve or wore inches in diameter.
which Mr. Trent pointed out as the “‘sapling”’
that partly supported. his tent in 1828. In the
fall of that year Rev. John Al Bewley
preached the fivst sermon m Treut’s tent.
This was told me by both parties. IHow long
Bewley had been in Arkansas T can not say.

In 1825 the great huwrricane crossed the
country just east of where the town of Atkins
now stands. Perhaps this was the most de-
struetive storm that was ever known in Mid-
dle Arkansas; the path was a mile wide and
but few of the original trees were left stand-
ing. Bewley crossed its track next day on
his way to his appointment in the settlement
on the Cadron. [ have the following from
him:  ““My eireuit extended from the Saline
country (near the present town of Benton)
by way of Little Rock, along the Arkansas
River valley, on the north side, to Van Bu-
ren, thenee across the mountain to a point in
Washington County, where Farrington now
1877 It took him six weeks to make the
round. He traveled with bell and hobbles
in his saddle bags, stopping when night over-
took him and sleeping on the ground. Bewley
preached his first sermon in Little Rock, so
he told me, the year Wm. 5. Woodvuft, foun-
der of the Qazette, built his one-story brick
officc.  When was that? It may be that his
was the first Methodist sermon  preached
~there. While T could mnot be positive, it
seems 1o be that he told me so.  Major Caleb
Davis, who was superintendent of the old
Sulphur Springs Sunday School for a period
of sixty years or more, came {o the state with
the Bewleys direetly after the carthqnakes
in the New Madrid ecomntry. The Sunday
School of which T speak was at the celebrated
Sulphur Springs camp-gronnd in P’ope Coun-

-y, six miles northwest of Russellville, near

by whieh the writer first saw the light of
day. Joln MeBewley lived many years near
this same eamp-ground and died in 78,
There were heroes and giants in those days.
Some of the Bewley family live yet in Pope
County. The subjeet of this sketeh asked
me to stay a week with him and write a con-
densed history of his times and travels. 1t’s
all lost.

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The Layman’s Missionary Movement.

Although the Layman’s Missionary Move-
ment was only inaugurated in November last
it has heen developed with great rapidit\,'
and seems to be meeting with unusual favor
on every hand. Tt was thought by some to
be a very great undertaking to secure fifty
influential laymen to go at their own expensﬂe
on a tour of investigation through mission
fields, as members of a Laymen’s Centennial
Commission.  But already thirty-six mem-
bers of this commission have been appointed.
of whom twenty-nine are abroad at present
engaged i this investigation. Instead of it
being impossible to secure fifty, the move-
ment now hopes to have at least one hundred
strong laymen on this commission.

On January Sth a public dinner was held
at the Ilotel Walton in  Philadelphia, at
which the purposes of the movment were ful-
Iy explained. This was attended by about
two hundred men, who were very deeply in-
terested. A similar dinner was held at the
‘Waldorf-Astoria Ilotel in New York on Feb-
ruary 11th, when the movement received
again the most cordial support of leading
husiness and professional men.  Out of this
New York dinuer has developed a new type
of meeting. held in the houses of prominent
lavmen. Mr. Bhen E. Oleott of New York,
the treasurer of the laymen’s movement. had
a meeting i his home on February 25th, at-
tended by about fifty laymen of the Duteh
Reformed Church. All the influence of the
movement was used to reinforee the denomi-
national missionary opportunity before these
men.” A similar meeting was held in the
home of Dr. Wm. Jay. Schieffelin  of New
York on March 18th, when about fifty Epis-
copal lavmen spent the whole evening con-
sidering the clams of Christ npon them for
world-wide evangelization. Bishop  Greer
presided. at. this mecting. My, Geo. Wharton
Pepper of Philadelphia, Dr. Brown of Brazil
and Mr. JJ. Campbell White were the speakers.
Many of the laymen present said it was the
mosl. interesting and impressive meeting on
missions which they had ever attended. Hun-
dreds of such Parlor Meceetings might profit-
ably be held. in all parts of the country.

Public dinners at which the Laymen’s
Movement will be presented, are to be held
in Baltimore on April Ist. in Chicago, April
8, inToronto, April 9, and in Boston, April 29.

Another plan which is being used is to
have the single men of a single eongregation
look carefully into their missionary oppor-
tunities and obligations, and confer together
as to how 1o meet them. Possibly the most
0.1'1"001i\'(e way to do is by a public presenta-
tion of the missionary appeal at thie regular
morning Church service, followed by a Par-
lor Conferenee of the men of the congrega-
tion on the followng evening. At this Con-
ference, questions can be answered and plans
fuloptml for conserving and  extending the
mterest.

The general spivit, and objeets of the Lay-
men’s Missionary Movement are  admirably
deflned in the  Address Dby Mr. Samuel B.
(tapen of Boston, the Chairman of the Gen-
eral Committee of the Movement, before the
Amnual - Conference  of  Foreign  Mission
Boards which met at Philadelphia on Janu-
ary 0-10. This address has heen printed and
over 50,000 copies have already been sold.

Reform has become the order of the day.
From Maine to Califoruia the battle rages
against the liguor traffic, official corruption
and lawlessuess.  Liguor dealers, blind tigers,
camblers. boodlers, municipal corruptionists,
are evervwhere fast becoming the vietims of
an aroused and indignant public sentiment.
On last Tuesday in our own eity eleetion a
decisive battle was fought in a struggte that
has raged long and fierce in- the metropolis
of Northeast Arkansas.  Jonesboro has heen
a rapidly growing town for the past -twenty
vears and liguor and lawlessness have made
a desperate effort to get a permanent foot-
hold here. Licensed saloons, however, have
held sway only about fonr years ont of the
twenty (1897, 1898,.1903, 1904). But blind-
tigers have been persistent, stubborn and pes-
{ilential. Liquor succeeded Tong in controll-
ing affairs and came near bringing irrepara-
ble ruin upon the eity. Ahnost universal

lawlessness veigned within onr borders, prop-
erty bégan to deeline in value and our rep-
ntation abroad beeame a stench to the people.

Hon. Trank Smith. of Marvion, set. himself

sauarely against the Tawlessness of Joneshoro
and declared to her long-suffering people that

the reien of the blind-tigers should come to
an end. And it did come to an end before

The nest of
vipers has heen broken up--tigers and gam-

blers have scattered and fled (those that did

TR

not go to prson) like rats from a sinking
ship. Judge Smith has glorified himself with
our people. They love him and honor him
as a liberator. e and his grand jury immor-
talized themselves with the eitizens of this
town.

But the people were determined not to let
{he matter rvest with that score; they knew
the sitnation was not safe till sealed with the
election of men to our eity offices who would
hold the ground won in the cireuit court.
Ilence they exerted every energy to win in
the munieipal election which took place last
Tuesday. That was a great and memorable
day in Jonesboro. Merchants and factory
men, bankers and shopmen, lawyers and la-
borers—all worked side by side to carry the
¢lection in the interest of law enforcement
and publie improvement—the published plat-
form of their candidate for mayor. When
the returns were made up and the results
announced the people began to rejoice over
the election of the reform ticket by the most
sweeping majority ever known in the history
of the eity. Every man on the reform tick-
et (all of whom were intelligent, clean, Chris-
tian men) was elected by a majority of over
three to one. ’

Alveady has confidence been restored and
the onee enviable bat lost reputation we are
fast regaining, and Jonesboro enters upon
an era of peace and prosperity.

We had never been withont a noble eiti-
enship in Jonesboro, but our people let the
lawless element get in the ascendency, and
that element would have soon wreeked the
¢ity had our men not become aroused to the
alarming situation and brought speedy re-
lief.  We have the largest attendance upon -
our chureh services and Sunday Schools of
any town in this part of the state, so said
a voung traveling man to me one day this
weelk,  We have a $25,000 Y. M. . A. build-
ing now in process of construction, for we
believe i1 overcoming evil with good.  We
want the Young Men’s Christian Association
to take the place of the saloon and gambler’s
resort. It took time and toil to gain this
victory, and it will take perseverance to hold
it; but it pays the individnal and the com-
munity to take-a stand for the right and re-
main inmovable as Gibraltar.

How Knoxville Was Won.
(By Carroll Vomer).

As a means of encouragement and as one
of the signs of the times, our people ought
to know of the signal victory won by the
teinperance forces in this city on Mareh 11.
Other victories of a similar nature have heen
won in different parts of Tennessee here re-
cently, but none so sweeping and of such far-
reaching results as this one in Knoxville.

By a recent act of the Legislature of this
State cities of 150,000 population and less, if
they so desired, could have their charters,
permitting the sale of liquor, repealed, and
be given a new charter prohibiting the liquor
business. As soon ag this bill was passed the
temperance forces of Knoxville got together.
and asked for a vote on the charter question,
hoping that thereby they might possibly poll
enough votes to repeal the charter. The day
was set for the vote, the eleventh of March
being about a month off, and then followed

the tug of war from that time till the close

of the polls on the day set. Almost every-
thing else was forgotten; men began to wear
more determined faces; the air was full of ru-
mors of all sorts; the women began to work
and pray, and both sides bent every energy
to the winning of this fight. While the brew-
eries from other cities were sending in money
the wholesale liquor dealers flooding the city
with literature filled with lies in defense of
the saloon, and the saloon keepers themselves
paying the poll-taxes of the lower classes of
negroes in order to get their votes, the tem-
perance forces, men and women, worked all
day and late into the night, face to face with
voters, canvassing every ward, held great
mass meetings in the market hall with over.
flow meetings in the churches, secured the
services of prominent temperance speakers,
as George Stuart, Sam Small, Senator Car.
mack aud Jrs. Curtis of Texas. The last
week of the campaign was a strenuous one,
ideed. The coming cleetion was all the talk .
the papers were full of it; the excitement
was becoming intense. March 11 ecame.
bright averhead and dry under foot, f.hdngh
the weather preceding and following was had.
and Knoxville ‘‘turned out”’ to the polls to
watch the fight. But before the polls opened
&t 9 o’clock, the temperance forces gathered
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early at the court house, the schools being
clused so the children could be on hand, and
with bands, bannpers - and songs marched
through the city’s main streets with about
10,000 men, women and children in line! 1
wish I could desecribe this sight. It beggars
description. Suffice it to say that there were
many of that large host of onlookers who
could not control their emotions, but gave
way to tears, and ere the march was finished
the exultation of vietory was already in the
hearts of thousands.

But to be brief, women and men went to
the various polls of the eity after the march,
worked hand-to-hand with the saloon ele-
went, talked, prayed and sung all day long.
And how well they were rewarded! For
when the votes were counted, out of the 6,000
or more votes in the eity of 110 saloons, brew-
eries and wholesale liquor houses, there were
more than 4,000 votes cast for absolute pro-
hibition.—New Orlens Christian Advocate.

The Service of Song.

But of all the points which might be
mentioned as contributing toward improve-
ment in our musie, 1 reyret to say that the
one thing which in my opinion is the most im-
portaut of all is most frequently neglected by
the choir. 1 refer to a proper realization
of their high calling—mnot in any particular
vainglorious manner, hut with an earnest,
humble, prayerful effort to be of service and
do their very hest for the worship of their
Maker in uplifted song or organ’s praise.
Nowadays it seems as if the technical and
artistic sides of music have been dwelt on
and perfected to snch a degree that the true
soul of the song is forgotten in its render-

Cing. What a mistake i3 this? Tndeed, we

can not have too much technical skill, nor
too much artistioc expression; but there is
somcthing beyond—something hard to de-
seribe, hard to analyze but something which
seems to bring us nearver the beauties of
heaven when we hear it, as sometimes we do.
And after all, this rendering of music is
caused by nothing more than the feeling of
God in the heart, and conscious communion
with Him; and the outpouring of a soul at
peace with God in true melody is music in-
deed. After we have heard such musie,
nothing else seems to be musie. The greatest
opera singers will thrill their audiences with
notes of human love and passion, and draw
rounds of applause. But what does it all
amount to when compared with the eternal
uplift which comes when a truly sacred piece
of music is rendered by one who really feels
it? Such a musician must be more than an
artist. He must be a Christian in thought,
act and every day life.

May the time soon come when our church
choirs will realize that religious music is the
highest type of music which ean be sought,
and will live and study and work for the
highest ideal possible to them in this sacred
calling —Christian Advoeate (N. Y.)

The Texps Anti-Gambling Law.

The Legislatwre made haste last week, in
hoth branches, to pass the most stringent
gambling law ever placed upon the statute
books of any state this side of the Missis-
sippi. The lesson at Fort Worth produced
immediate fruit, and the law is now in force.
Ounly one man in the Senate voted against
it, and only seven in the lower House. Theiv
names ought to he embossed, then embalmed
for the use of generations unborn. The gam-
bler is now in a tight place in Texas. He is
hated of all decent people, and the hand of
8ll honest men is sgainst him. If he is con-

Y

vieted of this crime, he will hereafter get
from twe to four years-in the penitentiary,
and so wiil the man who is convicted of rent-
ing, leusing ‘or having any conneetion  with
property where gambling is carried on.
Those who simply play at the game, if con-
victed, will get at-least a fifty dollar fine,
and the court is at liberty to give them an
additional jail sentznce.  Their furniture is
to be confiscated aunid destroyed.. All this
was hastened by the Fort Worth tragedy.
County Attorney McLean’s death is an aw-
ful price to pay for such a law, but it has
been purchased, and it is in force—Texas
Christian Advocate.

Mem-
bers of the Conference will be representa-
tives of The Hague Court, of the United
States Federal Congress, of the Federal Su-
preme Court, Governors of States orv  their
personal representatives, prominent mem-
bers of State Legislatures, leading educators,
editors and others throughout the nation, and
representatives of religious bodies, labor un-
ions, philanthropic organizations, ete. A

A tentative program has been issued, on
which apj.ear the names of prominent (for-
eign) members of The Hague Tribunal, that
of Ilon. James Bryce, British ambassador, of
Hon. Elihu Root, secretary of state, of the
governor of New York, of educators like
Charles W. Eliot. Woodrow Wilson, Nicho-
las Murray Butler, of publicists like W. J.
Bryan, Richard Bartholdt, Miss Jane Ad-
dams, of eminent civines, of great editors like
W. T. Stead and Clement K. Shorter, of Lon-
don, and finally of the President of the Unit-
ed States and Mexico and the Governor Gen-
eral of Canada, the two latter being as yet

.uncertain. The Emperor of Germany will

have -a personal representative, besides send-
ing . his ministers of state, His Excellency
Theodore von Miller, and other prominent
and learned gentlemen. Great DBritain,

France, Holland and Belgiumm will all be

represented. , .

This is an impressive personnel. The oe-
casion is a noble one. The Prince of Peace
is beginning to have his portion with the
great and to divide the spoil with the strong.
We bid the Congress Godspeed in its gra-
cious nndertaking.—Christian ‘Advoeate.

‘ The Admiral’s Bible. :

Up to the tiine of the hattle of Santiago
the battleship *‘Texas’ had suffered such a
series of misfortunes that the sailors declar-
ed her to have been ‘‘hoodooed.”  Her hon-
orable share in that battle quite redeemed
her from that nautieal superstition.

Among the officers of the Navy, none
emerged” from the war with Spain with
brighter laurels than the commander of the
‘“Texas,”” Captain (afterward Rear Adiniral)
“*Jack Philip.” No one incident in the war
more deeply touched the hearts of the Amer-
ican people than his courage and humility in
that “battle. His modest and reverent con-
fession of faith in God in the moment of
victory, and his calm words that stopped the
cheer on the lips of his eager men, ‘“‘Don’t
cheer; boys; the poor_fellows are dying!”’
met with instant admiration as the honest
expression of a brave, reverent, manly soul.

Admiral Philip did not live long after the
war. His Bible passed into the hands of
others after his death, and its well-thumbed
and ‘heavily underscored pages revealed in
part the secret of his power. ‘ ,

Of this treasured book Rev. Milton Merle
Smith says: ’

‘I have never secu a Bible more marked
The portions most
marked are the fourteenth chapter of John
and the eighth chapter of Romans. In the
former chapter every verse except three is
marked. o
“ It was Admiral Philip’s eustom to note on
the margin the dates when he began either
the Old or the New Testament in his read-
ings by course. I find twelve dates noted
when he began-to read the Old Testament,
and thirty-four when he began to read the
New...Many, many times he must have read
the. Bible from its beginning to its end. [
find. here the secret of his gentleness und

A number of literary quotations are pasted
in the Bible. On the first page of the New
Testament is pasted this card:

‘Put any burden upon me, ouly sustain

. Ie. '

.Send me anywhere, ouly go with me.

Sever any tie but this tié which binds

me to Thy service and Thy heart.”’

The verse most -heavily underscored in
this Bible is that which contains the words
of Jesus: ‘‘Whosoever therefore shall con-
fess me before men, him will I confess also
hefore my IFather which is in heaven.”’

The blusterer and the braggart, the wan
of coarse and evil speech and evil life, may.
in spite of all that, be a brave muan; but the
man of the highest courage is far more often
a man of faith and Christian kindness. Ad-
miral Philip was not only a man of courage,
of power; he was a man also of a gentle
and tender heart; a gentleman of a type
whieh, when met, is instantly recognized and
universally respected and beloved.

1t is no insignificant thing to come, alter
the death of such a man, apon an old and
thumb-marked Bible, and to learn that there
lay the source and secret of the spirit which
the whole world has honored and still hon-
ors.—Youth’s Companion.

Caught by a Supper.

The following incident is told in the *‘l.ife
of Sir George Williawms,”” the founder of the
Y. Al C. A, recently published:

George Willimins was possessed of that ex-
traordinary rare virtue in a young man-—
tact., Ile was wont to say, when asked as

to the means he suggested for tackling a
voung man: ‘‘Don’t argue; take him to sup-

per.

And in more than one instanee he car-
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ried out his suggestion literally. Iu review-
ing these early days, George Williams used
to tell the story of how they won over to
their side one of the young fellows in the
house who was most active in his opposition
and whose conduct was a terrible ordeal for
their faith. He held a good position in the
business, and, as George Williams relates:
“*We could not get near him in any way.”
When any young fellow gave his heart to
Christ, he would pounce upon him and say:
“*We’ll soon take all that nonsense out of
youl!”” This young man was the organizer
and chairman of the ‘‘free-and-easy’’ held on
Saturday evening at the adjoining public
house. ‘*“The Goose and Gridiron,’’ and large-
ly frequented by Hitchecock and Rogers’s as-
sistants. In a short time he had promoted
a very active and vigorous campaign against
these young men of the nupper room, and nat-
urally he was at once marked out by them
for special and particular prayer. For many
weeks they waited in vain for sign of change.

The best part of oue evening’s wmeeting
wus devoted to a discussion as to the most
likely means of getting into touch with this
must unsympathetic young man.

“Can any one tell me,”” said George Wil
liams, “‘if there is anything he is specially
fond of which we could give him? Can we do
anyvthing that will overcome his dislike for
us?’”’ One of those present suggested with
a touch of humor that he had a passion for
oysters. “‘Let’s give him an oyster supper,
then!™ said George Williams.  ““Who is the
best man to invite him,”” They selected one
who is on ecomparitively good terms with the
chairman of the “‘free-and-casy,”” and in dne
course he was casunally informed that a nun-
ber of the young fellows were going to join
in a big oyster supper and would be glad if
he would accompany them.

The idea of these Christian young men ip-

inereased in vehemence and
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dulging in such frivolity amused him jm-

mensely, and in a spirit of bhravadv he ae-

cepted their invitation. It was a lively even-

ing for all concerned, and all enjoyed it, for
George Williams had given strict instrue-
tions that no attempt at proselyting was to
be made on that oceasion. Their avowed’
enemy, finding himself in such pleasant com-

pany, came to the conclusion that these young

men were not so black as he had painted

them. As a return for their hospitality, he

consented later on to attend one of their meet-
ings.

The gequel is hest told in an extract from
the diary of George Wiiliam’s friend, Ed-
ward Valentine, who writes, in May. 1844:
‘A young man by the name of Rogers was
seriously impressed about his soul’s salva-
tion. G(eorge) W(illiams) spoke to him
after he had arranged to have a prayer meet-
ing in the evening, and whilst engaged pack-
ing up a parcel Rogers came to me and told
me that he was thinking very seriously about
his immortal soul.”’

The next morning Rogers was still more
concerned, and William Creese, noticing his
attitude, said to George Williams: ‘‘George,
what is up with Rogers?”’ ‘I do not know,”’
he replied, **but I feel that I cannot pray
for him any longer. I was praying for him
this morning until it seemed as if I heard a
voiee from heaven saying to me ‘Yes,” and I
knew he would be converted.”” Shortly
afterwards Rogers definitely threw in his lot
with the little band of the npper room. His
name is to be found among the first twelve
members of the Association, and by a curious
coincidence his is the only one of the twelve
cards of membership which has been pre-
served.

The intense earnestness of young George
Williams was an abiding memory to all who
met him at this period. Strange to say, how-
ever, his importunity never offended. Ile
had, as was often said, a way with him. It
was impossible to resent his cheery, unaf-
fected simplicity. And all in the house re-
spected him, for he was admitted to be one of
the best salesmen in the city.—St. Louis Ad-
vocate.

We Are His Witnesses.

“How is it,”” said the clouds to the even-
ing star, ‘“‘that while the sun is here you are
but a faint, vapor-like spot on the clear blue
sky; but no sooner is he gone than you shine
out with a splendor that fringes us with sil-
ver as we pass by’ ‘It is thus,”’ said the
star; “‘when the source of all my glory is
present, what need is there that I should tes-
tify to his light?

BROTHERS.

Golden Text— ‘For where envying and
strife is there is confusion aund every evil
work.””  James 3:16.

Timé—About 1729 B. (.

Place—Dothan.

Lesson Text—Gen. 37:5-28.

After the wrestling with the angel and
his reconciliation with Esau, Jacob, now
called Israel, removed to the Valley of the
Jordan and built a house at Succoth. ‘It
seems strange that he did not at once pro-
ceed to join his father, Isaae, at Hebron; but
perhaps he thought that his flocks and herds
were too numerous to be welcomed in a re-
gion where the herbage is at times seanty.”’
He did not tarry long at Succoth, but remov-
ed to the beautiful vale of Shechem, at the
foot of Mount Ebal. HHere he purchased from
the Hivites ‘“a parcel of ground” and dug
the famous well which remains to this day.
Here oceurred the terrible ineident of the dis-
houvoring of his daughter, Dinah, Dby She-
chem, son of Hamor, prince of the country,
and the killing of the Hivite men by Simeon
and Levi, followed by the looting of the Hiv-
ite town by the other sons of Jacob. Alarmed
at this, Israel doubtless sought God in praver,
who said: ‘‘Arise,go up to Bethel, and
dwell there.”” Here he set up an altar, but
evidently did-not find it suitable for perma-
nent residence, for soon we find him jour-
neying southward toward Hebron. Near
Bethlehem his beloved Rachel suddenly died,
leaving an infant son—Benjamin. After a
short sojourn beyond the tower of Edar, on
the edge of the terrible wilderness that
stretelies toward the Dead Sea, he finally
arrives at Mamre or Hebron, where his fath-
er, Isaac, was still living. Tenderly caring
for the old patriarch until his death, he and
his brother Esau, who was living at” Mount
Seir, laid his body beside that of Rebekah
in the cave of Muacephelah.—Home Depart-
ment Magazine,

His sons have grown up and taken charge
of the floeks. dJacob had been the favorite
son of his mother while Esau had been the
favorite of his father. Jacob had twelve sons
and has a favorite, Joseph, at this time only
a lad. This lad was a dreamer and through
them he learned of his future lmportance.
He was to become a great one. He told them
to his father and while he did not like them
he pondered them i his-heart. By and by,
as the lesson states his father sent him down
to Dothan to bring him word again of the
welfare of the flocks. His Dbrothers showed
their heartlessness by maltreating him and
finally selling him to traders who in turn
sold him to ‘an Bgyptian.

In God’s dealings with Abraham and his
seed after him he made choice of Isaace in
preference to other children  of Abraham,
1ie chose Jacob i preference to lisau, show-
mg that he valueds character above birth-
rights. But this choosing of one from a fami-
Iv must cease if his promise to his old ser-
vant is to be fulfilled. There ean be no douht
that Joseph was the best son of Jacob and if
he could have been chosen in preference to
his brothers it would have been done. But
it had heen decided to rejeet none of Jacob’s
sons after the flesh.

11 is bad policy for a parent to make a dis-
tinction between children. Jacoh made this
mistake. The coat of many colors which he
had made for his favorite son was a strang
means of getting him into trouble. His broth-

ers were envious of him and when they heard
him relate his dreams they determined on
doing him harm.

“‘prevenient grace to perfect love,”” as Bishop
Tigert happily alliterated the order, has been
set to musie, and every phase of Christian
experience has been given melodious expres-
sion by the laureate of Methodism.

Can my God his wrath forbear?

Haxrdships of the Church College.

The general opinion that a chureh
or  denominational  ecollege must be
‘aching in breadth of culture and can
uot be as good an all-round college
as the one that is ‘‘nou-scetarian,’’
needs revision. [t is not suaid that, be-
cause the chureh eolleges often pursue
a narrow course, aud thus prove inef-
teient, they must do so of neeessity.
It is not their definiteness ot Dbelief,
not their fixed purpose to ercate an
atmosphere that is cousistent with the
belief and to so regulate their internal
affairs as to kecp unbelievers and false
teachers out of their boards and fae-
alties, that narrows an institution and
makes it ineflicient; it is the narrow
pirit of its natural supporters which
keeps it poor aud prevents it from
making progress.  Why shonld a Chris-
fian college that stands on a definite
religious platform be less eflicient than
a college cneh of whose professors has
a platform of his own, or no platform
at all?  Will a young man be a better
scholar at an institution where he is
encouraged not to have a definite faith
than at an iastitution where he is
raught one?  What should make him
a better student in the one case than
in the other? The trath is—and it is
a sad comnientary on the spirit of the
mmes—many Christiae men are paying
@ premium on unbelief ov loosencss of
belief, by adopting  the attitnde of
worldlings and falling in love with the
word ‘‘non-scetarian,’’ whose  only
gignificanee is that it stands for noth-
ing.  Beeause it sounds broad and lib-
eral, and is popular, they adopt it as
their badge and mareh in the proces-
sion of educated doubters and agnos-
wites. Ask them whether they would
like their sous to he unsettled in their
taith, and they say, No. Ask them
for fuuds to cnable the ehurch college
to compete with the nouw-seetarian in-
stitutions, or for

theiv own sons, and
they also say. No.  But if they are

to be blamed for their disloyalty, much
more is the chureh college to be blam-
«d that lets down the bars on its de-
nominationalism in erder to aceommo-
date  nou-gectarians --of whom  the
woods are full. The day is coming
when indefiniteness in wmatters of {aith
will—like anything else that is weigh-
ed in the bhalanee of long experience—
he found wanting,  The clureh college
will then be to be o necessity,
