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CHRISTIANITY AND WEALTH.

The relation of Christianity to wealth is harl
-to understand and hard to explain. It involves
paradoxes. In emphasizing the value of the
spiritual as compared with the material, the
eternal as compared with the temporal, Christ
seemed to despise wealth.  When he asked,
“What shall it profit a man if he shall gain the
whole world and lose his own soul?” he was not
belittling the world, but accepting the world at its
full value, he was seeking to impress upon his
disciples the inestimable value of the soul. In

teaching men to renounce all for the sake of
following himself, the Master made no effort to
sions, but he exalted discipleship ofshrdlucmfw
minize kindred, life in this world, and posses-
sions, but 'he exalted discipleship. If these
earthly things were of no value, so that renun-
ciation of them requircd no effort, discipleship
would cost nothing, and so would be worth noth-
ing.  Christ properly appreciated values. He
knew that his Father had made this world for
man’s use, made it so that it would appeal to
man, made man susceptible to the appeal, made
him so that he must virtually commit suicide if
he neglected the appeal.  Christ himself as a
man responded to that appeal. He ate food and
evidently enjoyed it—yes, we venture to assert,
enjoyed it with his unspoiled appetite more than
did any other man. He wore good clothes and
appreciated the beautiful, as exemplified in his
reference to the beauty of the flowers. He
moved with dignity in society and derived satis-
faction from his friendship. He scorned and be-
littled nothing that was in harmony with man’s
true nature. It was not because any of the Fa-
ther’s gifts bestowed upon his children were bad
that he advised renunciation, but he saw men,
his brothers, abusing the Father’s gifts, living as
if food and raiment wcre more than righteous-
ness, as if even love for human kindred might
supplant love for the Father, living in a low
realm, when they were created for a higher satis-
fied wit hgood things when better things, nay, the
best things were possible. He saw men cheating
their souls to pamper their bodies, bodies madle
to Be temples, not tombs, of their souls; saw souls
sold for a mere morsel and gaudy rags. He
sought to free the souls of men from slavery to
appetites and passions. He saw men not simply
destroying their souls, but even ruining their
mortal bodies, and, looking at the question as a
surgeon who would amputate the limb to save
the body, said, “If thy hand causc thee to offend,
cut it off; it is better for thce to enter into life
maimed, than having two hands to go into hell.”

It is unreasonable to think that God made this

-world with its infinite variety of resources and

then penalizes man for using his gifts. Rather
he made the world and adapted it to man and then
set man the task of caring for it and thus devel-
oping it.  This involves progress, ncw uses,
varied employments, infinite exploitation of the
hidden treasures, Jesus Christ recognized this.
He was no foe to progress. He did not command
man to throw away his plow and sickle and live
on nuts and grass.” The God who encouraged
Solomon to build a temple requiring vast expense

and skillful artificers, did not through his Son
order the destruction of houses. He has not fixed
definite limits by providing a style of architecture
for the followers of his Son. Wealth and luxury
are relative. What would be regarded as ex-
travagance in a primitive age might be simplicity
in a more advanced stage of civilization. Not
only does the Master not oppose progress, but
he is its greatest promoter. His disciples by
self-restraint and right living have stronger bodies
and clearer minds. They are betetr able than
any other to produce wealth honestly,  Who
would for one moment contend for the right to
acquire wealth dishonestly? Christians should
be industrious and economical. They should be
able to make more, save more, and invest more
wisely than others. It is no mere coincidence,
but the legitimate result of the application of
Christian principles, that those nations in which
Christ is most honored are the most prosperous.
In Old Testament times wealth was regarded as
a mark of God’s approval. Some of the greatest
Bible characters, as Abraham, Isaac, Jacob, Job,
and David, were rich in this world’s goods. Je-
sus did not anathematize the memory of these
men, but he did sharply rebuke those who leanel
upon wealth, pointed out the deceitfulness and
dangers of riches, and exhorted his disciples to
use the mammon of unrighteousness so as to
provide for themselves everlasting habitations.
The rich young ruler was not condemned for ac-
quiring wealth, but was commanded to.use it un-
selfishly by giving to the poor.

What is the lesson for us? Our marvelous
progress and our unprecedented prosperity are
due largely to the leaven of Christian principles.
Our day laborer gets $1.50 as compared with ten
cents in India or China. Our skilled mechanics
earn $5.00 instead of 50 cents. Our professional
men win $2,500.00 instead of $250.00. Great
fortunes are with us almost as common as poverty
in heathen lands. If these are honestly won
they are the natural results of righteousness.
Even when dishonestly acquired they may be
traced to conditions made possible by Christianity.
If the chief end of the Christian disciple were to
eat, drink, and make display of raiment and man-
sions, the spending of wealth upon self might be
justified. The New Testament clearly teaches
that the disciple’s relation to wealth is that of
stewardship. The Master plainly declares that
the man who has not been faithful in the use of
the unrighteous mammon (riches) shall not be
entrusted with the true or spiritual riches. Can
a Christian be counted a faithful steward who
appropriates to his own purely selfish and not
necessary use almost his whole income? Even
the man who is devoting his time exclusively to
religious work feels that he must pay 10 to 20
per cent of his money income to God's work.
Should the disciple with a gift for money-making,
giving his whole time to money making, think
of paying less? Nay, may he not fairly regard
his financial gift as a special opportunity for ser-
vice and largely devote himself to administering
his trust for the Master? If Andrew Carnegie,
who belongs to no church, thinks it a disgrace for
a man to die rich and is rapidly disbursing his
large income, what should the Christian disciple
think? In Christ’s day giving to the poor was
the principal outlet for wealth. Today Chris-
tianity may be advanced by money in building
churches, colleges, hospitals, and orphanages,
and by equipping and sending missionaries. How

can those who have prospered through Christian
environment withhold their treasure and be
deemed faithful? God is trying his people. Shall
they be found worthy? If the Christ spirit does
not prevail, there is no guaranty of the perma-
nency of our institutions. God can carry on his
work without us. Can we permanently prosper
vithout God? No people have done it. None
will do it. God is challenging us with prosperity
such as no nation has ever enjoyed. Shall we
ignore God in our plans, pull down our barns to
build greater, and die like the fool? Or shall
we, whether rich or poor, be true to our trust,
and by the right use of temporal blessings invest
in spiritual things? Captain W. W. Martin, of
precious memory, has given us a practical dem-
enstration in Arkansas. A thousand men whom
God has abundantly blessed should covet the priv-
ilege of emulating his noble example. The church
is anxiously waiting.

SHALL THIS BE A REVIVAL YEAR?:

The Western Methodist is anxious that it shall
be so. We closed last year with the purpose to
make this paper ring out the evangelistic note
during this year more clearly and definitely than
ever before. In glancing through our exchanges
for the last two weeks we find our fellow-editors
moved by the same spirit. It is a good token. It
is possible to harp on any subject, even this sub-
ject, till one grows weary and till the whole per-
formance becomes very like cant. But it is also
possible to take a great cause to heart and to
bring to the performance diligence and prayer
and holy enthusiasm.

In the midst of the deluge of crime daily re-
ported by the papers, till the air seems almost
fetid, till we shiver with horror, what shall we
church people do but make a mighty effort to save
the people?

In the midst of disturbed economic conditions,
with all the business uncertainties that attend
upon it, our work is to save the people.

In the midst of the buzz of politics, it is our
job to get the people saved.

Our holy religion, if we get it into the hearts
of the people, will solve all problems, whether of
crime, economics or politics. Let wug rest as-
suredly on this.

There is no least occasion for pessimism; it is
a time of great encouragement. Last year was
one of the best Southern Methodism ever saw.
Our net increase was more than 45,000. If our
memory rightly serves us, our Southern Method-
ism has had for the past ten years the largest
increase of any Methodism in the world. The
pillar of cloud and of fire is over our camp. The
God of our fathers is with us. The Captain of
our salvation is calling us now to an advance.
We rejoice to record further that no region of
our Southern Methodism has been so blessed
with increase as the two States served by this
paper. The figures for Arkansas and Oklahoma
for last year are full of encouragement. Let us

sound a call for arms, dear brethren, and let us
“advance on our knees.”

THE LARGE GIVING OF LAST YEAR.

The large gifts of last year are said to have
amounted to $260,000,000. Much has been said,
and deservedly, about the grasping of money bar-
ons, the extortion of the trusts, and such like
madness; but it is well to remember that there
are two sides to the matter. The time never
was when wealthy men were giving so largely.
If some of them are setting an example of greed
that men cannot afford to follow, it is also true
that some of them are distributing their wealth
as never before in the history of the world. 1t
is perfectly true that a man cannot by large giv-
ing atone for any rascality whereby he accumu-
lated money; but if a man has accumulated
money by rascality, and has no way by which he
can return it directly to the people from whom
he obtained it, the best thing he can do is to re-
turn it by such public beneficence as will benefit
the whole people. This really seems to us to be
what some of them are attempting to do.

There is another lesson: The rich men are not
only giving; they are effectually preaching a
gospel of giving; they are hastening the time
when rich men who have done nothing for their
country will be considered a disgrace.

One more thing to be remembered is that those
of us who have moderate means can never wait
for the rich to do all the giving. The world has
too many necds to wait upon this method of sup-
plying them. We must ‘all give and give con-
stantly. A man who is always looking to receive
and who never gives is a blot on civilization.
There is far greater danger that we shall go to
the judgment not having given enough than there
is that we shall not have enough on which to get
through this world.

situations at first hand and inaugurate a serious
effor to meet the religious needs of their own
students in these State controlled institutions of
higher learning.”

(2) On publishing the proceedings of the
Council: “That the proceedings of the Council
during the year be published, and that the money
for the purpose be secured by requesting suffi-
cient pro rata sums from the boards represented
in this Council; that the preparation of this pub-
lication be placed in the hands of the secretary
with power.”

(3) On time of meeting, 1913: “That an an-
nual meeting of this Council be held in 1913, on
Wednesday, January 15, or in casc this date be
found impracticable, upon such a proximate date
as may be agreed upon by the Executive Com-
mittee.”

A HISTORY OF CHRISTIANITY, FOR COM-
MON PEOPLE.

By J. H. Rigain.

INTRODUCTION.

Of nccessity, Christian History is a very large
subject. Since it covers a period of nearly two
thousand years, and involves so large a part of
the population of the world, any adequate amount
of the events and the characters more or less il-
lustrious, the essential material of history, be-
comes a mass of litcrature bulky enough to in-
timidate cvery onc but the most patient student.
Thousands of volumes have been written on the
subject. The common man has not the time to
read them, nor has he access to them. The col-
lege man, the preacher, the specializing student,
obtains some adequate knowledge of the subject
by poring over large, rarc and costly books to be
found in great libraries out of the reach of the
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average man, even if he had leisure for the task.
What then is the common man to do?

As every citizen of the United States ought to
have some knowledge of the history of his coun-
try and if indifferent to the matter is to be cen-
sured for lack of patriotism, so every fellow-citi-
zen of the saints should be anxious to know as
much as possible of the story of the spread of
the gospel through the nations. The story of any
other people is tame to me in comparison with
that of the labors, sufferings and achievements of
the soldiers of the cross. The history of the
saints is the story of the Living Christ and the
progress of his kingdom.

The author desires to present a brief sketch
of this history, to afford a satisfactory conception
of the sequence of events, and of characters, of
the evangelization of the various nations, the per-
secutions, of the controversies and contentions
concerning doctrine that from time to time stirred
the great body of believers like the convulsions
of an earthquake; the great schools, the great
scholars, theologians, philosophers, historians,
hymnists, preachers, martyrs, confessors, the
many things out of the story of the past that every
thinking man wants- to know, especially every
lover of truth and righteousness.

This plan is adopted: First, a chronology of a
century; second, a brief story of the century—
often blended with the chronology; third, extracts
from the literature of the period. This to bring
the reader into touch with the living thought and
feeling of that day, listening while they speak of
their faith, their sufferings, their manner of wor-
ship, of polity, of fellowship, of relation to each
other, to the church, to society. So the reader’s
knowledge shall be from hearing them tell their
own story.

The author will not disguise the fact that he
covets sympathetic readers. If anyone is helped
toward a satisfying view of history, by a study of
this work, if anyone shall awaken to a new in-
terest in the people of God, through this reading,
the author would be glad to know of it. Also, if
a reader discovers any inaccuracy, error or mis-
take, or anything which seems to him false or
misleading, let him communicate the fact to the
author, and thanks, acknowledgment and correc-
tion will follow.

WHY?

“Love not the world, neither the things that are
in the world. If any man love the world, the
love of the Father is not in him.”

Let us consider this verse from the standpoint
of a well-known scientific principle, that no two
bodies can occupy the same space at the same
time. That is all it means. Now the only thing
left to decide is which body of the two shall occupy
the space. Any one person will choose the better
one, if he can reach a decision as to which one is
the better.

Now the proposition wc have in this verse is,
of these two ,the love of the world or the love
of the Father, which would better occupy the
space in my heart? And it need not take long
to decide what is “the world.” Most of us know
pretty well what is meant by that expression.
Some one has fitly said, “Anything that gives one
less relish for spiritual things.”  Another has
said, “I go to dances.” Another, “I do not see any
harm in card playing.” Of course these are not
the only forms of worldliness. But test any of
them by the above tests and they will not be found
hard to classify.

But what is this love of the Father, which com-
pared with the love of the world is alleged to be so
desirable? If I am compelled, whether I will or
no to make a choice between these, let me know
why I should chose the love of the Father. Why
should I love the Father?

Is it a small thing to you that you breathe, that
you move, that you think, speak, act, because he
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furnishes you air, mental strength, a will to act,
to do? Is it a small thing to you that every
impulse toward right living comes from him? Is
it a small thing to you that Jesus loved you so
well that he said to the Father, “Let me take the
sinner’s place? Or that God would let the
cruel blow fall upon Jesus that you might have
spiritual life? Are all these physical, mental,
moral and spiritual blessings to weigh light in the
scale against worldly things? And have you con-
sidered what a very great gift eternal life is? The
fear of death gone, the bright hope of a destiny
without a cloud? Is not he who has heaped such
blessings upon us worthy to be loved? One who
had come to know God will burst out in such
praise as this:

“My beloved is the chiefest among ten thousand;
Yea, he is altogether lovely.”

If any of us have known what it is to have a
loving, thoughtful, tender, earthly father let us
remember that God named himself our Father and
wished us to understand that it means all that the
sweet word can mean —and more; for our
earthly fathers were limited in their resources,
while our heavenly Father is maker of heaven
and earth—yea, the whole Universe is the work
of his hands. Which shall occupy the space in
our hearts? Love of the world or love of the
Father?  Both cannot. Not only does God’s
Word say so, but it has been proven true in
thousands of cases, yea it is proven true in the
life of every man, every woman, born into the
world.

We do plead with you part company with the
love of the world and choose the love of the
Father, no matter what it costs; the price will
not seem high when you stand at the judgment
seat of Jesus and in the presence of God, where
he who never tampered with truth said, “There
are pleasures forevermore.”

Lift up your hearts and meditate upon eter-
nity. Forever! Shall I play with a few toys
here on earth and fritter away eternal life?
Let me learn to know my Father here, for if I
do not I never shall. Eternity without him will
be one long dim stretch of misery and unsatis-
fied desire.

Fill your hearts, dear ones, today with the love
of the Father, confessing and forsaking the love
of the world and asking Jesus to unite you to
himself and give you grace and strength to live
a life pleasing to the Father. We pledge you,
as God is true, he will receive you every one.
“He that cometh unto me, I will in no wise cast
out.” And you shall have a joy so pure and last-
ing that such as flows from the love of the world
is as tin to precious silver and gold. But do not,
oh! do not, try to make these two, the love of
the world and the love of the Father, to occupy
the same space at the same time. As well ex-
pect the law of gravitation to be inoperative, and
apples fall up instead of down. The love of the
Father! May he appear so lovely to our eyes
that the hearts of the daughters of Southern
Methodism may be filled to the very brim!

A GREAT CAUSE GREATLY NEGLECTED.

It is greatly to be feared that both our preach-
ers and our people are wanting in conviction con-
cerning the importance of the educational work
of the Church.

There is less concern about the educational
collection than about any other of the general
collections, and the deficits upon this collection
are larger and more common than are the deficits
upon any other. Yet no interest of the church
is more urgent and important than its educa-
tional interests,

“’Tis education forms the common mind,”
and the church which fails in its educational
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work will have small place in the future of our
country. The churches which in the past neg-
lected this work are today suffering mast seri-
ously on account of their negligence; but in the
future the consequences of such failure in duty
will be far more marked than they have been
hitherto, and far more ruinous. '

Methodism committed itself to educational
work from the very beginning, and Edward Ev-
erett said: ““No church in the United States has
done so much for the education of the people
as the Methodist Church.” But could Mr. Ever-
ett say as much for us today? Has not the edu-
cational needs of the country outrun our efforts
to do our part in meeting those needs? If we
fall behind in this great matter, and others do
the work, must not our Church suffer most seri-
ously in both reputation and influence? If edu-
cation is turned over to the secularists, who are
seeking to dominate it in our country, will not
our civilization be secularized and corrupted?
And if so, what immense obstacles will then con-
front the preaching of the gospel, when our min-
istry stands before a refined and supercilious
secularism, inaccessible to spiritual appeals? In
certain classes and in a few communities we meet
eral? They have held up before them
constantly the sacrificial rather than the
selfish life as that for which they must strive and
unto which they must attain. My position, then,
is that the denominational colleges and nonsec-
tarian religious foundations are holding, anl
must be depended upon to hold, the whole vol-
ume of our higher education up to the high level
of true moral and religious ideals and life. We
have made no mistake in not depending upon the
State institutions to perform this task. I do not
mean to say that the education in the State uni-
versities is not true to high moral and religious
ideals, but I do mean to say that there is no ade-
quate means of keeping it so if the field were
left to State schools alone.

Without the religious educational foundations
which have flourished and are now flourishing in
abundance in this nation, I do not see what
ground of hope we should have in this matter.
There has never been a day in the history of
this country when a large majority of the young
men and women taking higher education were
not doing so in religious institutions, and this is
true today. To these schools is largely given the
high task of leavening morally and religiously
the whole lump of the educational process of our
nation. They are doing that today in so far as
it is being done. And while they are engaged in
this work, they are also true to every funda-
mental educational principle. They stand for
broad and accurate scholarship as well as for
thorough discipline and high character. It is
given to those of us who believe in a genuinely
Christian education, both for the good of our
nation and for the advancement of the kingdom
of God, to see to it that the institutions of the
Church are firmly established, and that they in-
crease in power and usefulness.

A ROMANCE IN MISSIONS.

XXVIIIL

In the antebellum days of Southern prosper-
ity some of the brightest graduates of the girls’
colleges of the North went South and taught in
the families of the Southern planters. In some
instances these well-educated ladies became the
second wives of the Southern planters. They
were about as great blessings to the South as
the cultured English governesses have been to
the wealthy families of Russia. About the noon
of the nineteenth century, in the State of Mis-
sissippi, one of these splendid young women
was married to J. W. Lambuth, who had been
chosen by Southern Methodism as a missionary
to Shanghai, China. Few missionaries have ever
been so fortunate in selecting such a helpful
heroine for a great work.

About the same time, in the Cumberland Val-
ley of Tennessee, a splendid young Southern
woman married a Southern planter, on whose
farm the historic battle of Franklin, Tenn., was
afterwards fought. When this noble young wo-
man of wealth surrendered her heart and life to
the Nazarene, she placed her girlhood diamonds
on the altar of consecration. The offering was
the foundation of Clopton Seminary, a girls”
school in the city of Shanghai, China, where
many of the first and finest young women of our
Methodist Mission in China were educated.

In the forenoon of the present writer’s life he
was a young merchant in Waverly, Mo., where
he was used as a providential instrument in
leading

to surrender his life to Christ, who afterwards
joined the Methodist Church. When we surren-
dered our life to the ministry we were placed as
a pastor in charge of a small struggling church
at Marshall, Mo., where we were very glad to
find the aforesaid young banker as superintend-
ent of the little Sunday school. This generous-
hearted young superintendent was persuaded by
his pastor to undertake for his little school the
education of a Chinese girl in Clopton Seminary,
in Shanghai, China. When this girl was selected
by Mrs. J. W. Lambuth the little Sunday school
decided by ballot that her American name should
be Emma Poage, which was the name of the
beautiful wife of the preceding pastor, who was
buried in the same grave with her firstborn babe.
To introduce this little Chinese protegi of the
Marshall Sunday school to the readers, we will
take up the thread of our historical romance a
few decades further back.

Mrs. Lambuth worked arduously and faith-
fully for years before she led a Chinese woman
into the clear light, life and love of Christ. At
that time the advent of a girl baby into the Chi-
nese world was considered a great misfortune to
the parents. They were often placed in the baby
towers or left out elsewhere in the cold and
darkness of night to freeze and perish. Mrs,
Lambuth’s first convert was so filled with the
spirit of the Nazarene that she became very
much devoted to little children. One night she
was passing a Shanghai cemetery when she
heard the weak wail of an infant’s voice. She
placed her ear to the ground and listened with
breathless anxiety! Finally she found the help-

less baby, almost chilled to death; wrapping her
shawl about it and pressing it close to her throb-
bing, sympathetic heart, she walked across the
city into the home of Mrs. Lambuth. The light
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revealed the fact that the baby was not only
chilled almost to death, but also had

CONFLUENT SMALLPOX!

With careful nursing and nourishment she was
restored to health, with her face somewhat
marked. She was a Christian from her child-
hood, and rapidly grew into a fine and vigorous
womanhood. Among the early converts among
the boys of this mission was one who grew into
a fine specimen of manhood, and married the
girl who was picked up from the grave-mound
in the cemetery. Their first-born was a girl of
unusual brightness and beauty. And this was
the girl selected by Mrs. Lambuth to be educated
by Marshall Sunday school, whose American
name was Emma Poage.

At the close of our first year as pastor at Mar-
shall, we were removed to Jefferson City, Mo.,
but the brave little Marshall Sunday school went
faithfully on with the work of supporting their
ward on the other side of the world, although
they knew but little or nothing about her. After
nearly ten years of work by faith, some of the
doubting Thomases of the school began to won-
der as to whether they were supporting a myth
or a reality. About this time we made our first
trip of Forty-five Thousand Miles Around the
World, taking with us a photographic tripod, for
this was before the days of kodaks. Miss Laura
Haygood was president of the Clopton Seminary,
in which we found Emma Poage a member of the
senior class and a beautiful young woman. We
took two photographs of this senior class, in one
our heroine was standing, and the other mem-
bers sitting. In the other picture Emma Poage
was sitting and the other members were stand-
ing. This was to avoid suspicion of partiality for

When this picture reached Marshall the Sunday
school was enraptured with the beauty and
promise of their protege. They then went en-
thusiastically on to the end with her support.

. They not only paid the entire expense of her edu-

cation, but for her wedding trousseau also. Then
there was a sum of forty dollars left in the treas-
ury, which was used as a nucleus or nest-egg for
the beginning of our Methodist mission in Korea.

Having thus introduced our readers to the her-
oine of our romance, we will now introduce the
hero. Amid the revolutions of the closing dec-
ades of the nineteenth century, General Yun and
family, of Korea, were banished and scattered.
General Foote, our first minister plenipotentiary
to Korea, met in the city of Nagasaki, Japan, T.
H. Yun, a bright boy in banishment, who had in
his boyhood largely mastered the Korean lan-
guage and literature. General Foote introduced
this boy to our people in Shanghai, China. He
was at once enrolled as a student in our Anglo-
Chinese College in Shanghai. After here mas-
tering the Chinese language and literature, he
went to America, where he entered Emory Col-
lege at Oxford, Georgia, when Doctor Candler,
now Bishop Candler, was president. After grad-
uation in this college, he entered the Vanderbilt
University at Nashville, Tenn. Having thus
mastered the sciences, languages and literature
of the Occident, he proceeded to lecture through

from which he obtained enough money to pay
for his Western education, with an excess of
$250.00. This amount he placed in the hands of
Doctor Candler to be held as another nucleus with
which to begin mission work in Korea, when the
psychological moment should arise. He then re-
turned to the Orient and accepted a professorship
in the Anglo-Chinese College in Shanghai.

At the commencement of Clopton Seminary,
when Emma Poage graduated, Professor Yun
saw the heroine and fell in love with her at first
sight. After their marriage the king of Korea
heard of this brilliant young man’s linguistic and
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educational attainments. Through the legation
at Tokio, Japan, Professor Yun was invited by
the king of Korea to return to his native land.
On his return he was honored with a high posi-
tion in the king’s government.

When Bishop Hendrix went to Korea to open
our mission work, he preached on Sunday in
Seoul, the capital, with Professor Yun as inter-
preter. At the conclusion of the sermon the dis-
tinguished interpreter stood in the splendid re-
galia of his high office, with his wile, before the
bishop, presenting their firstborii for baptism.
When the bishop took the baby ia his arms and
said, “Name this child,” the father responded,
“Laura Haygood Yun!” The psychiclogical and
long-hoped-for moment had arrive< for the open-
ing of mission work in Korea, and the

GRANDDAUGHTER
of the babe picked up from the zrave-mound,
with confluent smallpox, was the iirst candidate
for baptism! We recently spent & Sunday in the
capital of Korea, preaching to very large and
intensely attentive audiences, once ihrough an
interpreter and once in our native tongue. At
the conclusion of one of these services T. H. Yun,
who is now a baron of the Japanesc cinpire, came
forward with his handsome daughtcr and intro-
duced her to me as “Laura Haygcod Yun!”
Henry Ward Beecher once said thiat any man
could write one good novel, that is his own life.
We are quite sure that Baron Yun can write such
a novel, that would be read by miliions in the
Occident and Orient, and we hope he will do so.

With Doctor Park we recently met a dignified
and earnest Bible woman, with a luminous and
radiant face, on a street in the great city of Soo-
chow. When the Doctor introduced me as the
man who had been instrumental in the education
of her daughter, who had won the hearts and ad-
miration of the ambassadors and their wives of
many nations, she was so overwhelmed with emo-
tion that she could hardly speak. This noble
Bible woman was the same person who was
picked up with confluent smallpox in the Shang-
hai cemetery, in the cold and darkness of night!
Two of

of this historical romance are: The Southern
girls whose diamonds made Clopton Seminary
possible, developed into a superb Christian wo-
manhood, and was the general secretary of the
woman'’s work of her church, and the little Mar-
shall Sunday school, from the reflex benefit of
missionary work, developed into one of the finest
schools and best churches in Central Missouri.
Besides, the young banker and the present writer
have obtained blessings and unmeasured satisfac-
tion in watching the progress of the work at
home and abroad.

THE TOPIC.
Rev. M. Columbus Hamilton.

Professed Christians today, who feel God’s
magnet drawing them into fields of endeavor,
seem to have an antipathy for haunts of revelry,
vice, and folly as places in which to offer a
prayer, sing a song, or read a passage from the
Bible.  They see the remorseless havoc going
on, and a feeling of obligation creeps over them
to do something to prevent it, but they usually
end up by passing by on the other side.

The need of the world today is practical Chris-
tianity, as opposed to cold, formal professional-
ism. We need the kind of grace that takes
Christ with us into our stores, offices, shops, and
factories, and on the public highways, and is not
afraid to speak out. We nced the kind that will
reach forth with tender hands and throttle volup-
tiousness or rebuke flagrant sin.

It is easy? No, of course it is not casy—at
least not until you get your hand in, and then it
comes natural. We happen to know of a man
who vehemently claims that he never talks with
any man any length of time without making some
mention of his soul's welfare. His very contact
with men brings up that fecling of obligation to
rebuke sin in its every form, and point the way
to eternal life and light. It has become a secon i
nature with him, and it is what keeps him bright,
sunny, and effective, and makes him truly the
high priest of an appreciative neighborhood.

Charles Pinckney once said that “eternal vigi-
lance is the price of liberty.” It is also the price
of God’s conquering grace in our midst. The
man who does not habitually watch will let thou-
sands of rich opportunitics pass unimproved.
Contact with men will not be an important per-
sonal matter with him; it will be a vague contin-
gency that makes no impress upon his listless
heart.

Jesus of Nazarcth never let an  opportunity
slip. He was faultlesly vigilant, and when he
came into contact with men who needed his help
or the divine panacea that he carried in his
matchless hands, he healed them. We have no
record of where he cver turned away—not feel-
ing just in the mood that day. Christian people,
to be effective in their righteous lives, should be
vigilant and ever ready to mecet the obligations
that constantly face them in their contact with
men.

The world is full of pcople who “put far away
the evil day.” If we as Christians do not stop
them in their mad voluptuousness, their carousal

of sin, God himself will sometimes do it. Apropos
of the recent terrible epidemic of meningitis in
Texas, the writer read some amusing notices in
the Dallas News. All the dances and card parties
were called off. They were without exception
“postponed indefinitely.” There were no notices
of Woman's Missionary meetings knocked in the
head. Just the dances, the card parties, the jam-
bourees of the Elks, and Eagles, etc. That was
all!  Amos pointed with an awful finger to the
epidemic that would soon overtake “them that are
at ease in Zion,” the revelers, the social inebri-
ates, and the devotees of the card parties and
dances!

This is also our duty. But we cannot perform
it without industry, vigilance and patient perse-
verance. It will put stars in our crown. No other
way is known by which those stars may be gained.

God makes them, and it is for us to earn them -

through the ceaseless opportunities that are ours
in this busy, complex, wonderful life.

PRACTICAL POINTS.

I. The word is full of sin, and the need of
help and sympathy. Since it abounds and we
are so continuously brought in contact with it,
our obligation grows greater and greater. The
contact with men brings not only a feeling of
obligation, but a great obligation itself.

2. Shrinking from the coming in contact with
the men to avoid obligation does not lessen it,
but lowers one in the estimation of his fellow-
men, and is in direct disobedience to the laws
of God and nature.

3. We, as the representatives of the young
life of our Church and nation, have a great obli-
gation resting upon us. We are living in an age
when our opportunities are great. God’s woe is
upon the idle. The harvest is ripe and it is high
time that we are about our Father’s business, so
let us now be up and doing with a heart bent on
success. May God’s spirit of service prevail
throughout Lcagucdom!

IF 1 WERE THE LEADER.

I would .open my part of the program with a
talk about as follows:

Is the statement true that some people shrink
from coming into contact with men to avoid see-
ing the obligation? Yes, indeed, it is true, in
many cases. Have not people told you that they
did not want to join the League because they
knew they would be put to work? How can a
life like that be of any use to his fellow-men?
The more a person does, the more he will have
to do, for new avenues will be opened up and
new conditions will arise, but then, too, new
workers and ncw leaders will be brought for-
ward and developed. '

The priest and the Pharisces passcd by on
the other side to avoid helping the poor man who
had fallen among thieves and lay wounded by
the roadside. How casy it would have been for
them to have given him help, and what a relief
it would have been to him! If we want to do
something for God we must put oursclves where
there is work to be done, for it is not coming to
us if we sit quictly by and wait. If we really
want to work for Christ, find a district or - a
church that is in need of help. You will enjoy
it more than you cver enjoyed any other work,
for you will know that you arc working where
it is nceded. Who knows thc result of his
work, however small it may be? The life that
is useful to his fellow-men is not the casc-loving
life. It is the life that is ready to surmount any

obstacle, and the one that is ready to go even
though it is a little inconvenient. It is the life
that sees the work before him and is ready to do
it. We may expect to encounter some difficul-
ties, but it is always worth the effort.

HYMNS WE LOVE.

“One sweetly solemn thought
Comes to me o’er and o’er.”

This hymn was composed in a little third-story
bedroom one Sunday morning in 1852, after the
author had come from church. Miss Phebe Carey,
who wrote it, was then 28. She died in Newport,
R. L, 19 years later. “Nearer Home" is the au-
thor’s title to this meditation and prayer-poem,
which was written with no thought of its being
used as a hymn.

Russell H. Conwell, in his “Lessons of
Travel,” makes the following reference to this
hymn: “In Macao, China, not far from. Hong-
kong, the principal occupation of the inhabitants
its gaming. Here on a certain occasion a traveler
found a company of gamblers in a back room on
the upper floor of a hotel. At the table nearest
him was an American, about 25 years old, play-
ing with an old man. They had been betting and
drinking. While the gray-haired man was shuf-
fling the cards for a new deal, the young man, in
a swaggering, carcless way, sang to a very pa-
thetic tune, a verse of Phabe Carey’s beautiful
hymn, “One Sweetly Solemn Thought.” Hearing
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the singing, several of the gamblers looked up in
surprise. The old man, who was dealing the
cards, put on a look of melancholy, stopped for
a moment, gazed steadfastly at his partner in the
game, dashed the pack upon the floor under the
table, and said: ‘“Where did you learn that
tune? The young man pretended that he did not
know what he had been singing. ‘Well, no mat-
ter,” said the old man; ‘I've played my last game,
and that’s the end of it. The cards may lie there
till doomsday, and I'll never pick them up.” The
old man having won about a hundred dollars
from the young man, took it out of his pocket,
and, handing it to the latter, said: ‘Here is your
money; take it and do good with it; I shall with
mine. | have misled you, Harry, and I am sorry.
Give me your hand, my boy, and say that for
America’s sake and for God’s sake you will quit
the infernal business.” The traveler followed
them downstairs, and at the door heard the old
man still talking about the song which the young
man had sung. Long afterward a gentleman in
Boston received a letter from the old man, in
which he declared that he had become a ‘hard-
working Christian,” and that his young friend had
renounced gambling and kindred vices.” ’

SUNDAY SCHOOL NOTES.

“Who shall preserve thee, beautiful child,
Keep thee as thou are now;

Bring thee a spirit undefiled
At God’s pure throne to bow?”

“WANTS TO HELP THE SUPERINTENDENT.”
A few days ago this chairman had a letter from
a pastor asking for the best book for a superin-
tendent. The pastor said of the superintendent:
He is a fine fellow and I want to help him. Please

to send me the very best book you know.” And
[ did.
Then 1 began to ruminate mentally: Is not

that the very thing that a pastor ought to be
doing all the time, “trying to help the superin-
tendent”? Then he superintendent would be in
a position to help the pastor more efficiently, for
when one part of the work lags it affects all
other parts.

We thought again that this sort of procedure
would entail a good deal of extra work and re-
sponsibility on the pastor. Yes, but it is his
business to prepare himself for this sort of work
and help to others. We are still repeating that
the pastor is more responsible for the success or
failure of the Sunday school than any other liv-
ing man. Even the superintendent is no less
than an agent of the pastor, as he the pastor is
the agent of the church.

Brother pastor, help that superintendent.

‘““I'H{E GREATEST NEED—MORE FOLKS AT WORK.”

Motto: “It is better to put ten people to work
than to do the work of ten people.”

We have a letter in hand from one of the best
Sunday school pastors in the State, in which he
makes the remark that “the greatest need of our
school is to get more folks at work.” And is that
not the need in every other school and cengrega-
tion? We need to study the problem of how to
get folks interested and in line: We suggest for
all who are wrestling with the problem.

1. That you plan and hold home rallies from
time to time. Put those whom you want to do
certain work on the program.

2. Observe the special rally days of the Sun-
day school, such as Easter Children’s Day,
Thanksgiving, etc. All these stir up interest and
enthusiasm.

3. Get as many of the folks to attend conven-
tions and institutes as possible. If you have none
of your own church, go to others.

4. Preach on the Sunday school and its great
opportunity for building up the kingdom and
saving the world. Do it about every three months.

4. Put as many good books on the subject in
the hands of your people as you can. If they
won’t read them, read them yourself and give
the gist of them in a sermon.

5. Organize every senior and adult class into
a Wesley Adult Bible Class and push them out
to interest the people in the Bible study. They
can reach many people in this way that the old
methods would not touch.

6. Then read Luke 10:2.

THAT RALLY DAY.
Say, if you cannot quite get prepared to hold
that Rally Day service on February 11, the day sct
apart, then do the next best thing, put it on some
other day as carly as possible. Do not think for
one momert of letting it pass without giving the
school the privilege of that occasion.
If you have no program as yet, send to this
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chairman a postage stamp or two and he will be
glad to help you out.

~ This chairman would be glad to furnish any one
who is interested any and all sorts of literature
on the Sunday school question, free of charge,
except the postage necessary to carry it to you.
This applies to either Conference in the State.
I should be glad to serve all, if I may.

THE SUNDAY SCHOOL LOAN FUND GROWING.

In a note from Dr. McMurry he incidentally
remarks concerning the Sunday Schoo! i.oan Fund
that it had been a hard proposition to get agoing,
but that interest in it was growing, and that he
was hopeful. I do not know why all loyal Meth-
odist schools in Methodism do not chime in enthu-
siastically and make a signal success of this part
of our church work. It has been adopted as a
policy; and we believe that an adopted policy
ought to be a policy worked.

We know of one Conference that uses this fund
to pay the salary of a Field Secretary. We know
of a Sunday school that uses it for Christmas tree
purposes. This should not be done. If all the
Conferences would, and they could, keep this be-
fore the schools they could raise in each cne from
$500.00 to $1,000.00. The two Oklahoma Con-
ferences last year raised over $500.00 each. And
it was one of the hardest years on chuich finances
we have ever had.

The pastors and the presiding elders should
stress this matter and see to it that cach school
observe it, thereby educating the people in one
of the important institutions of the church, and
securing a large sum of much-needed money for
a worthy cause.

FIVE THOUSAND MILES IN BED.
Rev. P. C. FLETCHER.

On the second afternoon of January 1 left
Little Rock for California, to make a brief visit
to my beautiful old mother, whom I had not seen
in nearly eight years. From Little Rock to
Booneville 1 enjoyed the company of my good
friend, Dr. O. E. Goddard, pastor of St. Paul’s
Church, Muskogec. I retired early and was
soon lost in “‘the wilderness of dreamland.”

At 6:20 in the morning of January 3 a stop
was made at El Reno, Ckla., for breakfast. As
I stepped into the Pullman, after having eaten
an appetizing meal, 1 congratulated myself that
I had never felt so well in 20 years. I bought an
Oklahoma City paper, and had just taken my seat,
with my face toward the rear of the coach, and
my head against the wood surface of the woman’s
lavatory, when there came a crash as if a thou-
sand worlds were falling in. The impact was
terrible. 1 was rendered senseless by the blow
upon the back of my head. Later I learned that
a disastrous head-on collision had taken place.
The Firefly and the Amarillo Flyer—both fast
trains—met head-on just west of El Reno. En-
gineer James Potter, of Train 41, was killed and
mangled. All of the crews of both trains were
injured. About 40 passengers were hurt, more
or less seriously.

I was taken from the train and carried in a
cab to the El Reno Hospital, where I remained
under the treatment of the railroad physicians
and nurses for 24 hours. During the time a
number of telegrams passed between me and
the loved ones back at home. As the result of
the kindness of Col. George Thornburgh and
Attorney Thomas S. Buzbee, who tclegraphed
certain El Reno friends, I was shown courtesies
by the Masons and thc railroad officials. T am
under obligations to Rev. J. W. Nelson, our pas-
tor at El Reno, for kind attentions.

Feeling that I must hasten on to the bedside
of my mother, I left EI Reno on the morning of
January 4, but had to keep my bed in the Pull-
man all the way out. I was fortunate in being
tenderly ministered to by two trained nurses of
Jackson, Tenn., who were en route to Los An-
geles—Misses Nan C. Blackman and Leonc Reid.

A delay of 16 hours was suffcred at Tucum-
cari, N. M., on account of the snow-blocked
trains of the El Paso & Southwestern Road. A
delay of cight hours was also experienced at El
Paso. I telephoned my good friend, Rev. C. W.
Webdell, of our Trinity Church, El Paso, and he
came down and we spent a few hours together
most delightfully. He is charmed with his new
charge, and 1 venture the assertion that he has
already found a warm place in the love of his
people. He informed me that his predecessor,
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the Rev. C. S. Wright, for three years pastor of
our Central Church, Fort Smith, did a great work
at Trinity.

After a day and a night in that vast stretch of

_desert country through New Mexico and Ari-

zona, we passed into California just beyond
Yuma. . Tucson, the chief city of Arizona, was
passed during the night. It was Sunday morning,
bright and beautiful, when Los Angeles was
reached at 10:30.

Feeling refreshed by the very sight of Cali-
fornia sunshine and flowers, I left my berth and
took a car for our Trinity Church, Los Angeles,
where 1 heard an inspiring sermon by the pastor,
Rev. R. P. Howell, on “Christian Heroism.” Rev.
J. F. G. Finley and Rev. J. A. Batchelor took part
in the service, and I enjoyed renewing my ac-
quaintanceship with them. Our Trinity Church
veople are planning to erect a great church,
somewhat after the style of the Temple Baptist
Church, Los Angeles. Such a church will solve
not a few of the grave problems which confront
our Methodism in the marvelously populous city
near the sea.

It was my pelasure while in Los Angeles to
spend a while with Brother G. P. Ehlers, until

recently an honored official of our Winfield
Church, Little Reck. He is a noble young man,
and is making good in the West. Dr. C. C. Ste-

phenson, for years a member of First Church,
Little Rock, is one of the honored officials of
Trinity.

After a brief visit with my brother, Dr. W. S.
Fletcher, and his family, of Los Angeles, 1 con-
tinued my journey, though in great pain, to Ba-
kersfield, 170 miles north of Los Angeles, where
my mother spends her last days with my brother-
in-law and sister, Mr. and Mrs. Erwin Nelson
Gould. The meeting of mother and son, after so
long a separation, can only be imagined by those
who have had a like experience.

At Bakersfield | had the pleasure of meeting
the pastor of our church. the Rev. H. C. Allen,
formerly of Misscuri. He serves the church
served by Rev. A. M. Shaw, now of Prescott,
Ark., just before his return to the Little Rock
Conference, and the folks out there are still
loud in their praises of the able pulpit ministra-
tions of our estecmed brother.

A run of 400 miles from Bakersfield put me in
San Francisco, amid scenes dear to my heart,
and among a people I once served with delight.
The rebuilding of this wonderful city since the
earthquake is one of the marvels of the world.
Where vast reaches of ruins were there are now
marble palaces. Most of my stay in the city I
was compelled to keep to my bed, but I got out
some and rode over the city. 1 enjoyed a brief
visit with my good friend, Dr. W. E. Vaughan, of
the Pacific Methodist Advocate, and Rev. W. F.
Andrews, who writes so charmingly for the
Western Methodist.

I took a boat across the beautiful San Fran-
cisco Bay to Berkeley, where I had a few min-
utes with a number of relatives and choice
friends. I called on Rev. J. A. B. Fry, who served
Arkadelphia Station, Little Rock Conference, be-
fore going to California. He is a princely preach-
er, so his folks declare, and is now scrving his
sixth year at our Epworth Church in the classic
university city. I did not linger long cnough in
Oakland to mecet our pastor, Rev. W. J. Sims,
formerly of the Oklahoma Conference.

California is a country with a thousand charms.
The growth of Los Angcles in ten ycars from
150,000 to over 300,000, is astounding, and still
the people pour into its confines from every quar-
ter of the ecarth. It makes onc’s heart ache to
sce the results of the clashing of creeds and the
building of altar against altar out in that won-
derful land of opportunity. Many sensible bus-
iness men arc being divorced from the church,
not because they have no faith in Christianity,
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but because they cannot indorse the foolish mul-
tiplying of creeds.

After an absence from Little Rock of 16 days
and nights, 12 days and nights of which were
partially or wholly spent in bed, and having trav-
eled more than 5,000 miles, I returned home to
find that I had missed the coldest weather in the
history of Arkansas.

RESOLUTIONS.

Whereas, The people of the several States,
numbering more than 44,000,000 in the aggre-
gate, acting within their admitted rights and for
the public welfare, have excluded by law the
traffic in intoxicating liquors from more than two-
thirds of the territory of the United States; and

Whereas, Such laws are being systematically
and persistency broken, brought into disrepute,
and their effectiveness and stability impaired,
through advertisements sent into such territory by
means of the Federal mails and through ship-
ments into such territory of intoxicating liquors
under the cover and protection of interstate com-
merce; and

Whereas, The Federal Government daily col-
lects revenue taxes from and issues receipts there-
for to persons engaged in the sale of intoxicating
tiquors in such territory in defiance and violation
of the laws of the respective States forbidding
such sales and thereby sanctions such illicit traf-
fic and encourages the defiance of such laws; and

Whereas, The States are without power to act
in matters touching either the Federal mails, in-
terstate commerce or the collection or levying of
Federal revenue, the general government alone
having such power, therefore, be it

Resolved, By this Conference representing 39
States of the Union and convened pursuant to a
call heretofore made by 250 men of prominence
in the public, social and civic life of the country;

That it is the duty of the Federal Government
to withdraw the aid, protection, and encourage-
ment it is now giving to the infraction of such
laws—

[. By the enactment of a law denying the use
of the Federal mails to all such liquor advertise-
ments.

2. By ceasing to collect revenue taxes from or
to issue revenue tax receipts to persons engaged
in the sale of intoxicating liquors who are not
duly licensed thereto under the laws of the State
in which such sales are to be made.

3. By the enactment of such legislation with-
drawing the character of interstate’ commerce
from interstate shipments of such liquors into in-
hibited territory within the several States.

That it is the high duty of the Federal Govern-
ment to uphold the sovereignty and sustain the
sanctity of every law enacted by a State within its
sphere and admitted rights.

That, if the general government would have its
laws respected and obeyed, it must do what it may
to secure respect for and obedicnce to the duly
enacted laws of the States. That it should con-
tinue to be the aider and abetter of the destruc-
tion of laws lawfully enacted by the free people or
the States is intolerable and ought to ccase. Be
it also further ‘

Resolved, That we hereby urge upon all our
people everywhere to do whatever they may or
can do by way of request, petition or counsel to
obtain action in this behalf at the present session
of the Federal Congress.

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THE SAME ARGUMENTS FROM THE OTHER
SIDE. '

If the paragraphs printed below had been found
in a Methodist paper of current issue, they might
fairly be regarded as somewhat out of date. The
controversy over the mode of baptism, so far as
Methodist ministers and people are concerned, is
largely a matter of historical, if not merely anti-
quarian, interest. But some of our belligerent
fathers, who, in other days, engaged in warm and
sometimes almost fierce debates with the follow-
ers of Alexander Campbell over the contention
that immersion alone is baptism could scarcely be-
lieve their own eyes if they were yet upon earth
and should read what we quote in a paper repre-
senti gnthat vigorous denomination, the Disciples
of Christ. Yet the paragraphs are from an edito-
rial in the Christian Century, an ably conducted
journal published in Chicago, and edited by two
very capable young men who are seeking in a
very intelligent and ardent way to promote the
movement inaugurated a hundred years ago by
Mr. Campbell and those associated with him. In
fairness to the “Christian Century” it should be
said that it is not contending against immersion
as the scriptural and proper mode of baptism, but
against what it calls the “immersion dogma”
which teaches that immersion and baptism are
interchangeable terms, and that no baptism is
valid which is not by immersion,

The editorial from which we quote is one of a
series on the same subject. Moreover, the “Cen-
tury” is discussing the matter at this time in the
interest of Christian unity, and especially to the
end that the appeal for unity, which has always
been a prominent feature of the propaganda of
the Disciples, may be made more consistent and
effective. In the same number of the paper is
another editorial, which serves to disclose and
emphasize further the “Century’s” motive in at-
tacking the “immersion dogma.” The second
editorial is based upon the following situation in
some mission field which is not more definitely
located:

“Without repeating in detail the missionary’s
description of the situation within which the prob-
lem arose, it is sufficient to say that by the prin-
ciples of economy and comity under which mis-
sion work is carried forward, it is agreed by all
concerned that the Methodists should retire from
a certain city in which Disciples and other re-
ligious bodies arc at work. It seems desirable,
whether from reasons of convenience or previous
fraternal relations, or whatever reason, that the
Methodist members should identify themselves
with the Disciples Church rather than any other
mission church in the city. This the Methodists
are willing to do, and their missionary authorities
are willing that they should do, provided the Dis-
ciples will receive them without invalidating their
church-membership by insisting upon their re-
baptism.”

The question was raised, should the Disciples
receive them, or not? The “Century” referred
the question to one hundred and twenty-six min-
isters of the Disciples Church, and received one
hundred and sixteen answers, which it tabulates
as follows:

“Two declined to give an opinion, thrce gave
vague or inquiring replics, twenty-two were op-
posed to receiving the Methodists, six suggested
some form of associate affiliation, five said what-
ever the missionaries do will be satisfactory, eight
were personally favorable to receiving them but
feared its effect upon the home church, seventy
answered: ‘Yes, receive them.””

The answer of the “Century” fills more than

three columns of the paper, and is emphatically,
“Yes!” Six reasons arc adduced and elaborated:

It is the will of Christ; the historic idcal of the
Disciples demands it; the Disciples owe it to them-
celves to receive thesc Mcthodists; they owe it to
the Mecthodists to receive them; the Methodists
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have set a good example of the spirit of unity in
their willingness to curtail their own freedom for
its sake; the fulfillment of the duty of Disciples
to the universal church demands the reception of
the Methodists on the terms proposed.

Now, for the discussion and annihilation of Mr.
Campbell’s assumptions, which is after the man-
ner of our fathers: -

“Careful reading of Alexander Campbell’s ut-
terances on baptism will disclose three assump-
tions upon which he builds his entire defense of
the Baptist dogma. They are:

“1. That a word always retains its root mean-
ing in all its forms and in every context.

“2. That ‘baptizo’ in the New Testament is a
word of specific action.

“3. That scholarship justifies him in translat-
ing ‘baptizo’ by “immerse’ in the New Testament.

“Each of these assumptions is erroneous. The
first assumption is one we have been considering
in the two previous chapters. We have already
before us data enough to justify our astonish-
ment at such a statement as the following from
Mr. Campbell: ‘

“According to the usages of all languages, an-
cient and modern, derivative words legally inherit
the specific meaning of their natural progenitors,
and never can so far alienate from themselves
that peculiar significance as to indicate any action
specifically different from that intimated in the
narent stock.’

In the following statement the small caps are
Mr. Campbell’s:

“ “\WHEREVER THE RADICAL SYLLABLE (“dip” or
BAP) 1S FOUND THE RADICAL IDEA IS IN IT.

“Mr. Campbell conceived some ‘law’ to obtain
which held words to a certain logical course of
usage. But there is no such ‘law.’ The mean-
ings of words are not governed by a determinate
principle or law.  They mean what they are
meant to mean by those who use them.  Their
meanings are often accidental, even capricious.
It was purely capricious that ‘bapto’ should have
come to mean ‘dye,’ that ‘candidatus’ should have
come to mean an aspirant for public office. This
assumption that words retain their root meaning
throughout their entirc usage is purely ficti-
tious. * * ¥

“But the most convincing evidence against this
assumption of Mr. Campbell is found in the
actual usc of the word ‘baptizo’ itsclf two or thrce
centuries after Christ. As is well known, it was
at about that time that sprinkling or pouring was
introduced as a substitute for immersion in admin-
istering baptism. Greek was then the common
language of the church, just as common as in the
time of Christ. But this ceremony in which water
was poured upon a person was called ‘baptisma.’

“Here was a Greek-speaking people to whom,
according to Mr. Campbell’s argument, ‘baptizo’
meant ‘dip’ or ‘immerse,” and yet they apply the
word to a ceremony in which there is no trace or
hint of dipping. Such a procedure would have
been impossible. We cannot conceive one who
speaks English pouring a little water on another
head, and saying, ‘I immerse you into the name
of Father, Son, and Holy Spirit!’  Manifestly
‘baptizo’ did not mecan ‘immerse’ to the Greck-
speaking church of the third and fourth Centu-
ries. It connoted the rite of induction into the
church, a rite whose essential meaning was found
elsewhere than in the particular physical act by
which it was solemnized.

“This use of ‘baptizo’ at thc time the form of
administration began to be corrupted both re-
futes Mr. Campbell’s assumption as to the im-
mutability of a word’s meaning and establishes
our contention that ‘baptizo’ in its Christian and
New Testament context stood for the total social
act by which a ncw religious status was con-
ferred.

“2. The second assumption of Mr. Camp-
bell’s, that ‘baptizo’ is a word of spccific action,
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demands but little attention in view of what has
already been said. He illustrates his point by
citing ‘go’ as an example of ‘generic’ action.
‘Creep,’ ‘run,’” ‘walk,’ ‘ride,’ etc.—thesc are all
‘specific’ actions, particular forms of ‘going.’
‘Baptize,” Mr. Campbell said, signifies a specific
action, ‘dip.

“Of course this is true in the primary meaning
of the word. But when once it is admitted that
words take on different meanings in new circum-
stances it is fallacious to reason from the mean-
ing of the word in its primary signification. We
have seen in the cases of ‘bapto,” ‘vsallo,” and
‘candidatus’ how specific words become generic
in their specialized usage. Whether ‘baptizo’ in
its New Testament usage entirely lost its primary
specific meaning ‘dip’ or not is a question whose
answer waits upon an examination ¢f the actual
New Testament texts. But that there is nothing
in the so-called ‘laws’ of language to prevent its
becoming wholly generic, the illusirations we
have adduced amply prove. '

“3. There remains now to be considered the
assumption concerning the confirmatory support
which Mr. Campbell conceives the scholarship of
the world to give him in his translaticn of ‘bap-
tizo.” There is something very naive and yet
very shrewd in the way Mr. Campbell and all
Baptist controversialists quote the ‘scholarship of
the world’ on their side. One cannot help won-
dering how these scholars, the great nigjority of
whom arc pedobaptists, can go right on practic-
ing affusion if they are on the Baptist side of the
controversy!

“The fact is, that on the vital point of the ar-
gument the scholars quoted by Mr. Campbell are
not on the Baptist side. Baptist controversialists
have a way of overlooking the most important
utterances of the authorities they quotc. They
also have a way of reading their own view into
the silences of these scholars.

“Scholars generally agree to two points made
by Mr. Campbell—that the root meaning of ‘bap-
tizo’ was ‘immerse,” and that baptism was sol-
emnized in New Testament times by immersion.
But on the point that ‘baptizo’ in its character-
istic New Testament meaning signifies ‘immerse’
and should be so translated, thesc scholars are
cither silent or opposed.’-—Pittsburg Christian
Advocate.

We have not stopped a day, and
we have never seriously contemplated stopping.

ordinary was expected, but as a gen-
eral, as a master of assemblies, he sur-
passed expectation. The pavillion rink
on Sutter Street, corner of Steiner, fur-
nishing accommodations for an audi-
ence of 6,500, was chosen as hcad-
quarters. Here the evening meetings
were held, also meetings on Sunda,
afternoons, and toward the last, sev-
eral week-day, afternoon meetings,
while noonday meetings were held in
the First Congregational church (Dr.
Aked’s) and in the Y. M. C. A. audi-
torium.

The interest was good from the be-
ginning, and increased as the battle
progressed. The meeting places be-
came all too small. The large Congre-
gational church was filled at the noon
hour, while hundreds failed to gain ad-
mission to the pavilion in the evening
and on Sunday afternons. Sunday,
January 14th, was a great day. In the
afternoon an army more than 2,000
strong marched through the streets,
led by Gipsy Smith and H. J. McCoy,
the Y. M. C. A. Secretary, while thou-
sands thronged the side-walks. The
men’s meeting following filled the pa-
villion.  Mr. Smith said he had not
seen a greater demonstration in con-
rection with any of his meetings, east
or west.

“The weapons of our warfare are not
carnal.” Gipsy Smith’s are not. He
resorted to no clap-trap methods. He
used no slang, and indulged in no vi-
tuperation. His language was chaste,
and brought the blush to no cheek,
save as it carried conviction to the
heart of some transgressor. He did
not preach about science, new thought,
the new theology, higher criticism,
nor dia he preach great sermons—not

from a human view point. In this
sense, no doubt a majority of the
preachers in attendance could out-

preach him. What then? He preach-
ed the old gospel, plainly, earnestly.
“The sword of the Spirit” was his wea-
pon, and it was evident that the Spirit
was His servant, and directed the
sword that went from his mouth. The
gospel has not lost its power. It is
“the power of God’—even in San
Francisco.

Two hundred preachers assembled at
the evangelist’s call last Monday
morning. The meeting was discussed,
plans were laid for the future, and a
general love-feast held. Mr. Smith
said he never labored where the min-
isters worked together more harmon-
iously.  Several Protestant Episcopal
clergymen were among the workers.
The exact number of the ‘“slain of the
Lord” no one undertakes to give. About
2700 signed cards, claiming to accept
Christ, nearly all of whom went into
the inquiry rooms. A large number of
these, however, were renewals. All
the pastors report the greatest interest
in their congregations since the begin-
ning of their respective pastorates in
this city. It has been decided to seek
to secure Gipsy Smith to conduct ser-
vices during the entire time of the Ex-
position of 1915. He goes from here
to Los Angles.

BERMUDA ONIONS.

The following interesting facts were
sent out by Secretary of Agriculture
Wilson:

The Bermuda onion industry which
last year amounted to over one thou-
sand car loads has been developed in
the Unit = States in the last few years.

The large celery industries of south-
ern and central California was devel-
oped during the past decade. There
has also grown up in connection with
the celery industry a large cauliflower
industry which places a product in the
eastern markets at a season when they
are not supplied by the Long Island
and up-state sections of New York.
There has been at least fiftv per cent
increase in the area devoted to the
production of celery in Florida during
the last decade and similar extensions
of the potato, tomato, and strawberry
interests of this state.

There has been a very large increase
in the acreage of truck crops in the
vicinity of Norfolk and Pertsmouth.
The area devoted to spinach and kale
has been greatly increased as well as
that devoted to the standard truck
crops such as potatoes and cabbage.
The successful development of truck
interests on the Eastern Shore of Vir-
ginia was developed in the last few
years.

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RELATION OF CHILDREN TO THE
GROWTH OF THE CHURCH.

How important, how necessary, how
" wise the church that sees the real

worth of children. [ have before me
the most vital subject confronting the
church of God today, “The Children.”
A few years from now we may see
nothing in the life of the now tender
child, but sin and meanness. Where
now we may see a deep well of living
water reflecting the image of the Star
of Bethlehem, or a tropical garden full
of fruits and flowers, ripening for the
garden of God. In these young lives
the sun shines, and the birds sing and
the flowers bloom forever. They are
the living Madonna’s decorating the
church, brightening thc home, and lift-
ing the world closer to the great heart
of God.

Alexander the Great was wise be-
yond his time, for when he concecived
the idea of conquering the world he
trained and disciplined the = children,
born in his army, and when they be-
came mature soldiers his ambition was
achieved. We may pray for the com-
ing of the kingdom of God, but until
we utilize the tremendous strength of
the young pcople of the church and
give them a chance to develop, we shall
not be able to rcalize our greatest pro-
gress.

The children arc wiser than we
sometimes think. One small boy was
so impressed with the twenty-third
Psalm that' he said, “De Lord is my
shepherd, I don’t want nuffin’.” We
must be careful about the influence
brought to bear upon the plastic minds
of the children. Another tiny boy whose
mother made it a custom to read Bible
stories to him on Sunday aftcrnoons
said, “Ma, I wish I had lived when
Jesus was living, I would have just
helped him lots.” What would you
have done, said his mother? “I could
have run a wholc lot of errands for
him,” said this true disciple. O, yes,
the success of the church depends upon
the child-life trained for the Master.
Paraphrasing from that grand book,
“The Kingdom In The Cradle.” The
working policy of the church is one of
nurture, not rupture, cvolution, not rev-
olution.”

This is an age of activity, young
people are crowding over cach other,
seeking work in shops, stores, any-
where; many work, not from the ne-
cessity, but mercly to have something
to do. Since young people are active
and energetic then why not give them
work in the church, and let them train
for time and eternity? We have not
a sufficient number of preachers and
Sunday school teachers and Christian
workers today. Why? Because no
definite aim has been brought to bear
upon the young life of the church.

How glad T am that our own church
has made ample provision for the de-
veloping the hitherto latent forces of
childhood. The strength of the futurc
church will largely depend upon the
Sunday school, Junior League and the
Young People’s Home Mission Dcpart-
ments. The object of the latter is to
Secure Christian  activity among the
young people of the church, and to cd-
ucate them in the missionary and tem-
perance work of the church in our own
country,

Th'e president shall preside at the
meetings of the socicty and in every

way strive to promote its interests. (As
in the adult societies). The First Vice
President shall have charge of all local
work: appointing committees for visit-
ing the aged, sick, and strangers, for
beautifying the church, and distribut-
ing flowers, etc. How beautiful to see
a wee girl enter the home of an old
lady and joyously give her a bouquet of
bright flowers, or some other little to-
ken of affection! Back of the wrinkled
hands that receive thrill the sensitive
nerve of receiving, and the aged pil-
grim feels that, “Heaven is nearer and
Christ is dearer than ever before.” The
child who did this act is filled with a
rapture akin to that of seraphs, or
even greater, because heart has come
in contact with heart. How a preach-
er’s heart swells with gratitude when
he comes to the pulpit on Sunday
morning and finds a vase of beautiful
flowers to inspire him, placed there by
the thoughtful hand of a child.

Yes it is the children whose energy
we must direct into the channels of
consecration. Longfellow realized this
power of children when he wrote,

“Come to me, O ye children;

For I hear you at your play;

And the questions that perplexed me
Have vanquished quite away.

Ye are better than all the ballads
That ever were sung or said;

For ye are living poems,

And all the rest are dead.”

The Second Vice President shall at-
tend to the finances of the society. And
the success of any organization de-
pends upon its treasury, it is therefore
very important to teach the children to
give to the Lord as well as:- to teach
them to pray. That giving is a privi-
lege as well as a duty should be im-
pressed upon every child, and the
younger the better. George R. Stewart
once asked the manager of a Dog and
Pony show, how ~he could train the
dogs to do so many things. His an-
swer was, “We begin on them when
they are puppies.” Yes, dear workers,
we must train the youth in order to
have the model church for the future.
When this is done the church will have
to plan wise uses for her well filled
coffers.

This society also has a committee on
Literature which provides a program
every month, and directs the reading
of the socicty. Thus we see that the
Children’s department of our work is
really a Normal school which turns out
trained workcrs to advance the king-
dom of Christ.
