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RETRENCHMENT IN ORDER,

Not for many years have there been such re-
trenchments in all business lines in the cotton dis-
tricts of the South as there are now. Business
firms arc cutting down expenses in every legiti-
mate way. The failure of the farmer to get a
market for his cotton has made the merchant’s col-
lections almost impossible, and a corresponding
reduction in the volume of business in general has
foilowed. Employes are being laid off and current
expenses are being reduced in every way. possible.
Of course. these conditions are only temporary,

“and it is confidently expected that the cotton mar-

kets will soon be open and active again, and that
Lusiness in our cotton districts will speedily re-
turn to its normal condition. The South never had
moere products to put upon the markets than it has
now, and was never in better condition, excepting
the siringency in money circulation, due, of course,
to the war conditions that now obtain in Europe.

No business suifers quicker or longer from de-
pressions in the general money circulation than
does the church paper. It is usually first to feel
it, and aboul the last to get relief. We have many
thousands of subscriptions on our books past due,
and we-are relying upon the payment of these to
meet our current expenses. We are running our
raper on @ strictly cash basis, and feel that we, like
others, in keeping with sane business policies, must
retrench in every way possible in the matter of
expenses, until our subscribers send in the
amount they are now due. For that reason we are
cutting down to the minimun all office expenses,
and also cutting down—temporarily, of course—the
number of pages in the paper. We are relying upon
our pastors to assist us in every way possible to get
our delinguents to pay up and others to renew. Let
us all pull together, and it will take more than a
war in Europe to interfere seriously with the work
of our church. Brethren, send in your subscription
at once.

ONE GOOD RESULT OF THE WAR.

Soon after declaring war, Russia prohibited the
sale of vodka, the national intoxicant, which has
been such a curse to the Russian people. Recently
it has been announced that the order shall become
permanent at the close fo the war. The recent or-
der is based principally on the tremendously im-
proved condition of the country since the edict was
issued. Visitors who have returned from Russia
report that there is such a change that the country
is hardly recognizable. Many men who had fallen
into hopeless indolence and depravity have already
become industrious and self-respecting. The effect
is seen in neatly brushed clothes in place of ragged
and slovenly attire. Huts formerly dilapidated are
now kept in good repair. The towns have become
more orderly. The people now save 55 per cent
of their earnings formerly spent for drink, and have
increased their earning capacity and the extra earn-
ings are used for the necessities and comforts of
life. This wonderful reformation of the peasantry
is likely to have very important effects on the so-
cial and economic condition of Russia. If the war
makes a sober Russia out of besotted Russia, it may
not be in vain.

Hear what Tlbert H. Gary,
chairman of the Uniled States Steel corporation,

“What this country needs now more than ever is
more courage. This is not the time for Americans
to be ‘quitters.”

There
is danger that some of our business men, in their
over-caution, will wreck the mechanism of their
OWN organization and injure everyone else.””

War, it is true,
has reduced the business of some. Perhaps that
man who made $5,000 last year may get only $4,500
income this year. But if he quavers and whimpers,
if he thinks he must immediately curtail expenses,
must discharge employes, must work with frantic
haste to recover by less expenditures that which he
has lost, he is “hysterically economical,” but is not
practicing prudence or the real economy which will
pay him in the end. : :

We believe Judge Gary means that Business men
should develop every energy at their command, to
expand rather than contract, to advertise and go
after the business that MUST come to America if
America is willing to open her gates and let it
come in,

America has been temporarily handicapped by
the war; her industries have ben hampered by de-
creased demand just now; but think of Europe, with
her industries dead for many years to come! What
are we going to do while Europe is trying to re-
cover her industrial and financial balance?

Opportunity? Never in America’s history did op-
portunity shine with such radiance; never did it
beckon with such rromise as now.. )

Shall we be aggressive and get the business Eu-
rope has been wont to have and can no longer han-
dle? Or shall we be “quitters” and fret and com-
plain—and suffer because of our own laxity and
cowardice?

Years of stupendous opportunity are unfolding
to the United States. The business man has his
greatest chance-—now!

Don’t be a quitter. Get in the game. Go after
what you want and gat it. For what you want, bus
iness man, is hanging within your easy reach.

INFANT BAPTISM: A PASTORAL STUDY.
(By Rev. BE. R. Welch, Pastor.)
(Continued from last week.)

Objections to Infant Baptism Considered.

1. Children (infants) do not understand what it
means. True, but did they understand circumecis-
ion? I suppose they made quite strenuous objec-
tions to it, but the parent knew that God had com-
manded it, and to disobey was sin. The child
doesn’t understund castor oil, but it is administered,
all the same. He doesn’t understand food, bathing,
etc., but the parent does, and acts for the child. So
in baptism. ‘God commanded the parent, not the
child, and the obligation still rests upon us.

2. The infant is saved without it, and doesn’t
need it. The same could be said for circumecision.
We do not claim that baptism is essential to salva-
tion. If not, you ask, why baptize it? For the same
reason that our objectors baptize the adult—be-
cause he is already in a saved state.

3. Where is the benefit? They cannot embrace
its benefits. Neither could the Jewish infant em-
brace the benefits of circumcision. Paul asks, in
Rom. 3:1. “What profit is there of circumcision?”
He answers, “Much every way.” Will we be class-
ed with the children of the wicked, who ask in Job
21:15, “What is the Almighty that we should serve
him? And what profit shall we have if we pray
unto him?” Abraham inight have raised this ques-
tion when God told him to circumcise infants. It
might have seemed to hi mas a painful and useless
act, but he comes down in history as the “father of
the faithful,” one who “believed God,” and “went
out, not knowing whither,” nor asking for any ex-
planation.

4. They cannot belicve, and Christ said, “He

that believeth and is baptized shall be saved.” Do
you mean to say that because the infant can’t be-
lieve it will be lost? If so, then why not be honest
and quote the rest of the passage, “He that believ-
eth not shall be damned.” Baptism is conditioned
on faith (Mark 16:15), on the faith of the individual
or of the parent. Our children are our multiples,
and we act for them in all things during their de-
pendency. God has so bound up the welfare of the

child in the sponsorship of the parent that it is .

criminal to neglect it. The child does not believe
that medicine is beneficial, yet the parent acts for
the child to its weal. We must continulaly reiterate
th=t it is not tne act of faith that entitles one to
recr {ve baptism, but the heavenly state into which
he « »mes through faith. But the child is in that
state ‘without faith. Therefore, recognize its bless-
ed relationship and give the sign and seal of its
union with Christ.

Besides all this, dear objector, had it ever oc-
curred to you that the “little ones” do believe?
Christ said, in Matt. 18:6, “But whoever shall of-
fend one of these little ones which believe in me,
it were better for him,” etc. Nothing is more trust-
ing that a little child. Its whole life is built and
nurtured by faith. Bishop Marvin said that at four
yvears old he was lying on his mother’s lap, when a
tear fell from her eye into his face as her lips
moved. He remembered that his heart was warmed
and stirred; the only conversion he ever knew.
Even then he was infant enough to bar from bap-
tism, according to our objecting friends. 'Tis true
that “suckling” infants cannot believe in Christ, but
they figuratively, though substantially, believe in
him through the believing act of their parents’ rep-

resentatives, and because of their vital and saving .

connection with the second Adam, by whose right-

eousness the free gift is come upon them to justifi-
cation.

5. Christ did not baptize them. Neither did he
baptize adults. If you urge that point, you will
take the position of the Quakers and refuse to bap-
tize adults.

6. Christ was mnot baptized till he was thirty
years old. Christ’s baptism was not Christian bap-
tism, and therefore is no example for us. He was
baptized by Joun as a public consecration to the
priesthood. Christian baptism was not established
till after his resurrection. Up to that time circum-
cision was in vogue, and at eight days old he re-
ceived that rite, and by his parents was thereby ad-
mitted into the church. At twelve he repaired to
the temple and dedicated himself, and went earn-
estly about his father’s business. Parent, heré is
the lesson for you. Your children should be trained
as much like Christ. was trained as possible. It is
your solemn duty to dedicate them to God in bap-
tism. Iollow it up daily with precept—here a little,
there a little, and Godly example. and as soon as
you observe signs of accountability, like Mary and
Joseph, take the child to the temple, the church,

and see that he voluntarily assumes its obligations

for himself.

Parent, hear me, as I speak in God’s name, keep
in the spirit and the letter this prectous doctrine of
infant baptism. And may the God of Abraham, the
God of the unannulled covenant, the God in Christ
who loved little children and called them to him
and blessed them, help you so to discharge your
duty that in heaven your family may be an unbrok-
en circle, so that you may say, “Lo, here am I, and
the children thou hast given me.”

LITTLE ROCK METHODISM REMINISCENCES.
Editors Western Methodist:

The Little Rock Conference session, tq be held
in First M. E. Church, South, beginning November
25 next, should the Lord permit, will be an occa-
s1o,0f unusual interest to me, in that it will take
my thoughts back td very thetesting reminiscences
of Little Rock Methodism. h

In March, 1866, in the old brick house of worship
on Second street (then Cherry), Rev. A. Hunter was
then presiding elder and Rev. W. P. Ratcliffe pas-
tor in charge, and both conducted a revival meeting,
when I, with several others ,were converted at the
altar. and afterwards joined the church. I was then
in my first year’s apprenticeship as a “printer’s
devil” in the Arkansas Christian Advocate office,
just across the alley from the church. Rev, J. E.
Cobb was the editor of this, the first religious jour-
nal in Little Rock, now succeeded by the Western
Methodist. During the Civil War Brother Cobb be-
gan publishing; in Arkadelphia, the Quachita Con-
ference Journal, which name was changed, at the
close of the war, to the Arkansas Christian Advo-
cate, and the old Washington hand press and old
cases of type were moved to Little Rock in Decem-
der, 1865, it taking nearly three days to make the
trip. The old church, then on Second street, repre-
sented the only M. E. Church, South, in the city,
and I have lived to see great growth and develop-
ment, so that now there are eleven organizations
instead of one in Little Rock. It having been over
48 years since I was converted and joined the Sec-
ond Street (now First) church, and now, closing up

Rock Conference, it would be strange if ‘I did not
have some very happy sentimental feelings in gath-
ering zigain in my old home organization, who loved
me so much in 1866, when I was a homeless appren-
tice boy. I love to live to honor Judge W. C. Rat-
cliffe, the honored son .of my first pastor,-and who
was the first Sunday school teacher of our boys’
Bible class. He (and with many others now in
heaven) helped me to form good habits of life that
have followed me all these years. I would be very
ungrateful if I did not praise the Lord for what
Little Rock Methodism has done for me.

DOCTRINAL NOTES.

In my foi‘mer notes I showed that two instances
of baptism set forth in the Bible, to-wit: Holy Ghost
baptism and the baptism of the Israelites in cross-
ing the Red Sea, were by affusion, which refutes
the claim of immersionists that Bible baptism
means immersion only.

Now let us consider the case of baptism adminis-
tered by John the Baptist. John, how did you bap-
tize? We get his answer in Matthew 3:11: “I in-
'aeédﬁapﬁ.zg you with waetr.” In Acts 11:16 we
have Pétet:;:‘testimny_\ saying, “Then remembered
I the word of the Lord, how tnihe said, John in-
deed baptized with water.” All teé‘ﬁving to one
fact—how, not where nor when, and wituwater; .
with water every time. But the objectors say the
latest revisers changed the “with” to ‘“4n.” So they
did in Matthew and Mark, but not so in Luke 3:16.
There it remains “with,” and I think correctly so,
for this makes the evangelist agree with the law of
the language; for the statement is in the dative
case in the Greek, which is the instrument case,
and signifies that the administrator and element
used are active and hte subject passive. So the
water is applied to the subject, and not the subject
to the element.

While it appears certain that John baptized by
sprinkling the water on those he baptized, we might
inquire by what authority he did so. And in search-
in gthe New Testament from Matthew to Revela-
tions, we find no “thus sayeth the Lord” or positive
precept instructing John or anyone else in regard
to mode. Neither do we find any precept in all the
range of New Testament teaching telling how to
keep the Sabbath. But we are sure that it is right
to keep the Sabbath, and this fact is clearly set
forth; but how shall I keep it? Now, if we would
be informed at this point, would it not be well to
turn back to the institution of the Sabbath, and
there we have it: ‘“Thou shalt remember the Sab-
bath day to keep it holy, by doing no servile work
therein, ete.”

Now, suppose we try baptism by the same rule,
and go back to its institution. Numbers 8:5-6:7:
“And the Lord spoke unto Moses, saying, take the
Levites from among the children of Israel and
cleanse them. And thus shalt thou do unto them
to cleanse them. Sprinkle water of purification
upon them.” Here we have the Lord giving the
mode prescribed. John was a Levitical priest, and
was obeying the law, and the law said sprinkle,
[ do not think anyone will have the hardihood to
assume that Jonn was an outlaw.

FIX YOUR SUNDAY SCHOOL

STANDARDS,

Yes, establish yoar Sunday school
standards and then g0 oy them. Stick
to them through thick and thin. Do
not change them with every whim of
teachers and officers and others. Par-
agraph 263 says: “It shall be the
duty of the Superintendent to see that
the Sunday school js .organized ac-
cording to the Standard of Efficiency
established by the General Sunday
School Board.” And the superintend-
‘ent has with him an Advisory Com-
mittee as per paragraph 261, to help
him in this task. This committee and
the Workers’ Council should adopt
thie plans for the conduct of the
school, and the school should be ex-
pected to come to it.

-I have heard of two or three schools
that have discarded the use of the
New Graded Lessons; because, for-
sooth, some of the old timers object-
ed to their use. What would you
think of some up-to-date school super-
intendent changing his standards and
plans, and going back to the blue
back speller? You would think that
he was not capable of filling the~
place he occupied. No, fix your goal
and work to it. Do not take the back
track on any advanced plan for the
school. If you do you will never get
anywhere so far as advanced work
is concerned. Qur Sunday school work

is continually compared and contrast-
ed with the work and organization of
the public school, ofttimes to the dis-
paragement of the Sunday school. Leat
it not be done. Be up to date, and
make it a real school. .

SOME INSTITUTE WORK.

We hope to have some conferences
during the session of the West Okla-
homa Conference in the afternoons.
Almost the whole phase of Sunday
school work has been changed, an en-
tire new chapter has been written;
and we need to get together and con-
fer one with another.
