Class Information

Our classes are small with a ratio of not more than
10 children to 1 adult. Class ages range from 1 yr.
to 5 years. A mid- morning snack is provided.
Parents need to provide lunch and a drink for their
child. To be enrolled in the 1’s class the child must
be 12 mo. old by Aug 1, 2021. To be enrolled in
the 2 year old program, the child must be 2 by
Aug. 1, 2021. To be enrolled in the 3 year old
program, the child must be 3 by Aug. 1, 2021. To
be enrolled in the Pre-K program, the child must
be 4 by Aug. 1, 2021.

Guidance Policy

The guidance policy of Heritage Preschool is
designed to develop a positive self image.

Fees & Tuition

To reserve a spot in a class, a non-refundable
registration fee of $75 is required for all children.
This is due when you turn in your registration
form. Tuition is $165 per month, Sept-May. There
is a $35 supply due twice a year. The first is due
by September 30, and the second by January 31.
If you have more than one child enrolled in the
program, you will receive a 5% discount on tuition
for each child. We also offer a 10% discount if
you pay the entire years tuition by September 7,
2021.

Enrollment
New enrollments are accepted for currently
enrolled students and their siblings, beginning
February 1, 2021. Enrollment for 2021 will be
open to the public beginning March 1, 2021.
Waiting lists will begin once classes are full.
